Human Services 

HUMAN SERVICES IN THE PETROVISKY COORIDOR

Background/Context

In the King County Framework Policies for Human Services, King County’s regional and local roles in human services are explained.  

HS-1:  Regional Role states “King County’s regional role in human services shall be to help assure access to a range of prevention, intervention, and rehabilitative human services for residents of King County regardless of jurisdiction, with an emphasis on serving those most in need.”

“King County shall lead the development and implementation of quality, countywide human service systems for its mandated services areas, that is, for mental health services, drug and alcohol services, services for people with developmental disabilities, veteran’s services and public health services.”  The Department of Community and Human Services has responsibility for these services with the exception of public health.  Under current policy, the County will continue to provide these services, whatever governance option might eventually be selected for the Petrovitsky Corridor.  Therefore information on these services is not included in this paper.

This policy also states that the County does not assume primary or sole responsibility for the governmental portion of regionally organized human services.  King County in partnership with other jurisdictions and the private sector will help support other non mandated regionally organized services for those most in need.  This could include youth and family services, domestic violence and sexual assault services, information and referral, basic needs and employment services. For these types of services, jurisdictions should provide financial support to help address the particular human service needs in their community.

HS-2:  Local role—for Unincorporated Area Residents states that “King County’s local role in human services shall be to help ensure that residents of unincorporated areas (both urban and rural) have access to a broad spectrum of human services, and to provide directly for those services which are considered a “local” responsibility…  As the local government for unincorporated King County, King County recognizes that it has the sole governmental responsibility.”

Public Health

Seattle & King County (PHSKC) is the regional public health agency for King County, including Seattle and all incorporated cities and unincorporated areas.  Public Health protects and promotes the health of the entire community and environment through the provision of individual, as well as population based services, the later of which reaches large groups of people by proactively preventing health problems and promoting health and wellness.  

Services provided by Public Health fall into three general categories:

· Health services for individuals of all ages.  

Examples:  Emergency Medical Services (EMS), Immunizations, Family Health services, Public Health Nursing, and the King County Medical Examiner.

· Health services for children and teens. 

Examples: Teen Health Care, Dental care, and the Women, Infant, Children Supplemental Nutrition Program (WIC).

· Environmental Health Services
Examples:  Food Protection Program, Wastewater, Drinking Water, and the Plumbing and Gas Piping Program

All these Public Health services, and more, are available to all citizens throughout King County, including both incorporated and unincorporated areas.  The one exception is the Plumbing and Gas Piping Program, the services of which can be either be contracted from Public Health or provided directly by individual municipalities.
