I. oPENING and Updates

Mark Howard called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

Laura E. raised the issue of the new location and new Board meeting date/time. Laura Q. did the meeting opener reporting on a training she had participated in that raised the issue of being conscious about the use of language.  Members gave their opinions about an experience of using language and its effects on people.
II. Program Updates

2.1. Community Trade & Economic Development (CTED) 2008-09 Budget

Laura handed out the 2008-2009 CM Funding Allocations (Without Meth Funding).  The allocation for King County in 2007-2008 was $598,455, 2008-2009 is $595,773.  There is a total reduction of only $2,682.  This budget reduction is less than expected due to the State having carryover funds.

3.2 2008-09 Work Plan

Laura handed out the 2008-09 Work Plan for Board review and approval.  This years plan will focus our activities better under our identified risk and protective factor priorities. 
3.3 Community Mobilization Scorecard

Board members reviewed the Community Mobilization Scorecard and discussed some of the elements to work on.  Laura will re-send the scorecard instrument to those who could not attend this meeting.  

3.4 Legislative updates/Washington Association for Substance Abuse & Violence Prevention (WASAVP)
· Members were handed a copy of the letter from the Governor responding to the Board’s request that she veto the wine and beer tasting pilot project in grocery stores, SB 5751.  She declined to veto this bill.
IV. COMMUNITY ORGANIZING REPORTS
4.1 Laura Quinn (North/East):  
· Survey results from Center Human Services (CHS); $2,400 in prevention activities; Saturday classes for kids with their parents; 94% responded that they now know about the harmful effects of drugs, and violence. 
· Skykomish is doing Prevention Day with kids and they will be carrying signs “don’t drink and drive” along highway 2.  Laura will send these kids to Barnes & Noble field trip to create positive behaviors over the summer.
· Laura Q. will be supporting an effort to do a photography class in the summer.
· Laura talked about the prevention culture of the groups on the East side vs the North.  The groups on the East have well established youth councils.  She reported that we will partner with SOAR to offer grants to start Youth Councils in the North.
· Laura Q. plans to fund a GLBTQ documentary by young people.
4.2. Cheryl Hanson (South/Vashon):  
· Cheryl will present a full report next June on mini grant activities in the South/Vashon
· She had given some extra dollars to schools for interpreting the pre-test for WASL
4.3. Stephanie Fox (Greater Seattle):  
It has been a process to make contacts with so many organizations while maintaining a transparent and fair system of prioritization for the surplus mini-grant funds.  A number of the groups Stefanie is supporting are working on different ways to increase youth voice, with a focus on youth leadership development.  Stefanie is working with homeless young people from Peace for the Streets by Kids from the Streets.  There will be a summit in May 2008 with homeless youth.  They will be invited to talk about what their issues are.  Stefanie is also working with Skyway Boys and Girls Club, Seattle Neighborhood Group, and other stakeholders on a community assessment about community safety in the Skyway neighborhood.  In particular, Stefanie is convening folks to make a plan for including youth voice in the assessment/planning process. 
V. OTHER AGENDA ITEMS
Laura E. announced the Staff is having a planning retreat in June 2008.
