· Program Updates

Year End Report
Each Organizer reported on an excel spreadsheet the number of mini grants that we have funded this year.  The report included the Coalition name, the program activity, the school district, number of people involved in each prevention coalition, number of youth and adult’s participating in the program and the participant’s response to the program.  

· 85 mini grants
· $145,000

· 1500 coalition members

· 11,262 youth participants

· 5,490 adult participants

Evaluation results, when all in, will be sent to the Board.

The Board was also presented with information showing the correlation to King County Treatment programs and AOD Prevention Programs in relationship with mini grant activities sponsored by Community Organizing. 

Staff Retreat:
The Staff reported on their 08-09 planning retreat that was held on June 12th.  All felt that this was a productive day.  Much of the discussion and planning was around how to support school prevention when they have experienced such drastic cuts in funding.    
Staff also discussed the fact that we do not have a youth protective factor evaluation question or survey.  Staff will work on developing a set of evaluation questions that fit our domain evaluation templates but measures a pro social or protective factor gain for youth that will better fit youth leadership and youth led programming.

Board new business

Next years Board meetings were discussed.  Note: Change in meeting place will be permanent in that SAFECO has closed.  We will be meeting at WSU King County Extension, 200 Mill Avenue South, Suite 100, Renton, 98057.
We reconfirmed our meeting schedule will remain the last Tuesday of the month, from 10-12.  We did decide to re-schedule our first meeting, however, in that the State Meth Summit is September 29th and 30th in Tacoma.  Our September meeting will be the 4th Tuesday, September 23rd.
Legislative Updates:  

Liz reported on the status of the Wine and Beer Sampling legislation.  She reported that 30 stores will be selected by lottery to conduct sampling as part of this pilot project.  All were encouraged to find out whether their local stores are part of the pilot 30 and if not consider making a report to the Liquor Control Board.  People were also encouraged to speak to store manager’s to communicate our concern regarding the message of sampling wine and beer in family friendly grocery stores, the risk of alcohol consumption and driving, and that it is unsupportive of our recovery community.  Stores not participating could be rewarded with recognition from community groups for their family-friendly practices.
Prevention Awards:

All were reminded that the King County Mental Health and Chemical Abuse and Dependency Division and the State Prevention Conference will be hosting prevention service awards.  We discussed who would make good nominations and how we would support the nomination process. 

Other Items:

Puget Sound ESD is sponsoring an all provider resource fair on Friday August 29th, all are welcome to attend.  

Liz invited the Board to an Executive planning meeting at her house this summer.  Friday August 22nd was offered as a possible date.  We will check people’s availability and send out a firm date notice.
