	Long-term, individually tailored; planned for high-needs households; case management generally essential.  One version of PSH is know as “Housing First” with emphasis on low-barrier/rapid housing of people from shelter or the street into housing, with tenant-choice service plans
	Short- or long-term, available as needed; may include case management; emphasis on life skills and housing stability.
	Generally no supportive services on-site, but may include resident activities or community-building.
	Emergency services provided, eg., DV issues or medical needs;  prompt and thorough assessment conducted with goal of accessing benefits and finding appropriate permanent housing.


	Case management and an array of required services for participants, 

	Population served
	Homeless households including a person with a disability, long term need for services in order to maintain housing. Examples of disabilities include mental illness, substance abuse, chronic health issues, or other issues that create serious and ongoing barriers to housing stability.   Services plan is based on “therapeutic model”.

	Low-income households, including non-chronic individuals or families, who need housing and may need some services”. Services delivered through a combination of on-site and linkages with services and programs in the community.
	Low and very-low income households. Rents typically affordable to households at 30 to 50 percent of the area median income.
	Homeless households for whom appropriate permanent housing is not immediately available (whether permanent supportive housing or simply affordable housing.).
	Individuals or families who are homeless; participants generally need help to achieve the move to permanent housing.
