The King County Board for Developmental Disabilities is seeking residents of King County interested in serving on the Board. Prospective candidates should be able to devote a minimum of 10 hours a month to Board activities.  Applicants must be able to attend monthly meetings of the full Board which are held on the first Wednesday of each month from 9:30 to 11:30 a.m. at the Washington State Department of Social and Human Services (DSHS), Division of Developmental Disabilities, Region 4 office located at 1700 East Cherry Street, Seattle.  The County is interested in a balanced representation on the Board, in terms of ethnicity, occupation, geographic location, and experience with developmental disability issues.  Currently, the Board is seeking to increase cultural diversity and to achieve geographic representation.
