INTRODUCTIONS AND CHAIR’S COMMENTS
The Board for Developmental Disabilities meeting was called to order at 9:35 a.m. with self-introductions, by the Chair, Leo Finnegan, on Wednesday, August 1, 2007, at Region 4 in the Large Conference Room.
Leo reported on the Washington State Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS), Division of Vocational Rehabilitation’s (DVR) partnership to advance employment opportunities with Project SEARCH partners and others to reconnect and build relationships with organizations that serve a broader segment of the disabled population.

Ray Jensen announced a new employment video entitled, “Great Hires.”  The video showcases the benefit of hiring individuals with significant disabilities.  This employer-to-employer video introduces viewers to local employers who have opened their doors to this valuable and often overlooked labor pool.  Those featured include respected King County business leaders Howard Schultz, Chair of Starbucks, Pat Hagen, COO of Children’s Hospital, Bret Stewart, President of CenterTwist Inc., and King County Executive Ron Sims. · Broaden visibility, knowledge, and support base regarding key issues impacting children with developmental delays and special needs; and

· Advocating for inclusion of developmental delay and special needs competencies within childcare accreditation and quality assurance standards and increase funding to community meet the socio-emotional, behavioral and special needs of all children.
