INTRODUCTIONS
Leo Finnegan, Chair opened the meeting at 9:40 a.m. with self-introductions.  Jane Campbell provided TASH information to Board members and asked them to contact Cheryl Green at Cheryl.Green@Kingcounty.gov if they interested in attending.  
BREAKDOWN OF ADMINISTRATION EXPENSES
Jane Campbell reviewed the expected Millage expenditures for the King County Developmental Disabilities Division for 2008.  The County reported at the last Board Meeting that it projected a shortfall of over one million dollars.  Staff have been reviewing projected revenues and working with Agencies to see where they can reduce funding.  With reductions in contracts and anticipated additional revenue from the Division of Vocational Rehabilitation (DVR) for School-to-Work activities and the Infant Toddler Early Intervention Program (ITEIP) to cover Part C overspending, the shortfall has been reduced to approximately $188,000.
VENDOR RATE WORKGROUP UPDATE
Jane Campbell reported that the Vendor Rate Workgroup is collaborating to develop a Tiered Rate Structure for the Individual Employment and Pathways to Individual Employment programs.  Participants will be assigned a Tier Level based upon the average level of support that the person needs throughout the year.  The Tier system has been piloted by At Work! and tested by most of the vendors and will be included in the 2008 Contracts. The intent is for Agencies to be better able to support individuals with significant needs since the rates are individualized and accommodate variations in support needs over time.  
HOUSING UPDATE
The Housing Committee that sponsored the 2007 Housing Conference recommended that, rather than a large annual conference, the County should plan smaller workshops scheduled throughout the year.  No follow-up workshops have been scheduled at this time and will be one of the responsibilities of the new Housing Program Manager.

· Jane Campbell is accepting applications for the Housing Program Manager position and she is seeking Board volunteers to participate on the interview panel.
