INTRODUCTION AND CHAIR’S COMMENTS
Leo Finnegan, Chair called the Board meeting to order at 9:45 a.m.  Mr. Finnegan announced the first half of the meeting will be dedicated to Board topics and the second half to Planning Committee topics.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
07020801 Leo Finnegan called for a motion to approve the April 2008 Board Minutes.  Margaret Birdsey so moved, Kathryn Trimbach seconded, and the April Minutes were approved as written.
EMPLOYMENT VENDOR EVALUATION CRITERIA
Leo Finnegan received feedback regarding the Employment Vendor Evaluation Criteria form.  Ray Jensen volunteered to reformat and provide data for majority of the questions outlined in the Employment Vendor Evaluation Criteria form for Board review at the August 6 Board Meeting.
UPDATE PUBLIC ISSUE FORUMS
Margaret-Lee provided an overview of the Budget proviso that addressed the legislature’s findings that some waiver clients are not receiving authorized employment services under their waivers.  A consistent proposed policy will be submitted to legislators by November 1, 2008, to include estimated fiscal impacts and an option for making the policy budget neutral for the current level of clients served.
Ray Jensen reported on the Birth to Three proviso that requests a review of current infant-toddler early intervention services statewide.  Legislators are requesting a consistent funding approach per child for the 2009-11 biennium that recognizes the new level of funding anticipated by school district participation.
The Washington State Department of Social & Health Services, Aging & Disability Services Administration posted a PowerPoint presentation entitled, “House Human Services Work Session Working Age Adult Policy” (http://www1.dshs.wa.gov/ddd/counties.shtml) dated June 30, 2008.  The presentation provides a historical overview of the Working Age Adult Policy’s current outcomes and future reporting dates to the legislature.
BOARD RECRUITMENT

The Board for Developmental Disabilities is seeking residents of King County interested in serving on the Board in Districts 1, 5, and 6.  The Board is a 15-member citizen’s advisory board, which provides oversight of community services for residents of the County who have mental retardation, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, autism, or other neurological impairments and their families.  The Board develops plans, makes recommendations on the use of available funds, and advocates for increases in state funding and improvements in services.
