	ADSA Client ID – The ADSA Client ID from the CSA.

	Fund Source – The Funding Source code from the CSA.

	D
	Service From Date – The date (YYYY/MM/DD) from the CSA DDD authorized the service.

	E
	Service To Date - The date (YYYY/MM/DD) from the CSA DDD authorized the service.  This will be the date of the child’s third birthday.

	F
	Age in Months – The client’s age in months.

	G
	Natural Number of Units – Enter one service unit if the client and family received at least 80% services in a Natural Environment (as defined by IDEA – Part C) during the reporting month.  Cannot be blank.  Must contain a one or zero.

	H
	Natural Units Rate – The rate paid for at least 80% natural environment services.  Cannot be blank.

	I
	Other Number of Units – Enter one service unit received by the client and family received 79% or less of their services in a Natural Environment (as defined by IDEA – Part C) during the reporting month.  Cannot be blank.  Must contain a one or zero.

	J
	Other Units Rate – The rate paid for less than 80% natural environment services.  Cannot be blank.

	K
	Terminated from Service Date – The date (MM/DD/YYYY) that client stopped receiving services from your agency.

	Total Days of Service – Enter the total days of service for the month. 

	2
	Total Days of Service in a Center Based Setting – Enter the total days of center based service.  

	3
	Total Days of Service in an Other Setting – Enter the total days of service in other non-natural environments.

	4
	Total Days of Natural Environment Service in a Home or Community Based Setting – Enter the number of days of service that were provided in home or other community based settings or other typical setting where children without disabilities would be gathered.

	5
	Calculation of Natural Environment Service % - This column will calculate the percentage of natural environment days.  If this column calculates 80% or higher, then enter a “one” in column “G” to bill for the Natural Environment Rate.  If this column calculates a natural environment percentage of 79% or less, enter a “one” in column “I” to bill for the Other Rate.
