WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Pat Godfrey welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
MINUTES

III.    24- HOUR HELPLINE PRESENTATION
Ann Forbes, Director of Alcohol/Drug 24-Hour Helpline shared her experiences in starting a CD history project in 2003 to present.  The history project started out as an idea to capture the flavor of the chemical dependency field in its early years.  As they move forward with the project, it has grown to include much memorabilia which is now archived for posterity.  
The goal of the history project, which is the first of its kind in the nation, is to provide a timeline of events that have led to the development and growth of chemical dependency prevention and treatment services in the state.  
According to Mark Davis, who developed the project’s website, 27 interviews have been conducted and 16 more are on hold.  It also has a blog section.  If anyone would like to contribute toward http://cdhistory.adhl.org

DASA UPDATE 
Harvey Funai gave the following DASA update:

· Kudos to Jim Vollendroff and CD Section staff for the award received from SAMHSA “Science to Service Award” for the successful implementation of the GAIN assessment in King County.

· Treatment expansion is moving forward.  Most counties appreciate the training on Motivational Interviewing provided by DASA.  It provides better communication and interfacing with mental health.  As a result, DASA plans to hold additional Motivational Interviewing training.  Utilizing DASA Treatment Analyzer for treatment expansion is a useful tool.   The treatment expansion provides placement of CDPs in children’s hospital, CSO offices and adult homes.

· Personnel Update:  DASA Region 4 is looking for someone to backfill Bob Leonard’s former position for 12-18 months.  Rose Mary Michelli and Lee Tran are retiring.  Terry Orphey is on a 3-month rotation with the Department of Corrections.

· First Planning meeting for the Warm Beach Retreat will be held on October 19th from 10am to 1pm at Smokey Point.  Warm Beach Retreat is scheduled for February 14 & 15, 2008.

VII.   ALCOHOL AND DRUG COORDINATOR’S UPDATE
A. Treatment Expansion

Jim Vollendroff, Harvey Funai, Bob Leonard and CD contract monitors have been meeting with CD providers regarding treatment expansion.   They are looking at treatment trends – completion rate and admission.  Jim showed a matrix showing mental health and chemical dependency clients served.  This has been helpful to increase the number of admission to treatment that are already receiving mental health services.
B.   SAMHSA Award   
King County has been selected as an Inaugural Science and Service Award Winner by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).  There are 20 other awardees nationwide.  Jim Vollendroff received the said award on behalf of King County Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services Division (KCMHCADSD) at the awarding ceremony held in Washington D.C. on September 11th.   
Jim stated that this award would not have happened without the Board and providers support to our unified efforts.   
C.   Lead Contract Position Update
Twelve applications were received for the CD Contract Lead position.  Interviews of qualified applicants were conducted this week and will continue until next week.  Jim V. will interview the final top three applicants the last week of September. 

D. Exemplary Service Award

The Exemplary Service Award ceremony this year will be held on October 4th from 5pm to 7pm at St. Mark’s Cathedral in Capitol Hill.  

This annual event provides opportunity to recognize the extraordinary contributions to system improvement and client care of our community service providers.  Awards will be in the areas of Advocacy, Direct Service, Service Innovation, and Systems Integration.
Agency/individual award winners will be notified today before the end of business hours.  

E. Legislative Forum

Jim reminded the Board about the upcoming Joint Legislative Forum.  This is scheduled for December 6th at St. Mark’s Cathedral in Capitol Hill.  This year’s legislative priorities are supplemental funding for youth treatment expansion, funding for non-Medicaid clients, and funding for Intensive case management pilot projects at DESC and King/Thurston counties.

LIAISON REPORTS
Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee –  Last week, a three-hour retreat on 1/10 of 1% sales tax initiatives was coordinated by DCHS.  This was attended by 6 County Councilmembers.  There is a possibility that the sales tax initiatives will be part of the budget for next year.  
Children and Family Commission -  Michelle DiMiscio reported that CFC is appropriating the leftover funding by prioritizing their services.  She said that she is willing to continue to attend CFC meetings as her schedule permits and until a replacement is found.  Raymond Miller has expressed interest in serving as Liaison for CFC.  He asked for more information about the commission.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 1:20pm.
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
