Board Chair Joan Clement convened the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board meeting at 12:05 p.m.  The meeting was held at The Chinook Building, 401 5th Avenue, Seattle.

I.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Joan Clement welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
PRESENTATION

Marcus Stubblefield of SafeFutures Youth Center, gave a presentation about their service program: “Creating Lasting Family Connections.”  The Agency serves the southwest Seattle area, primarily serving ethnic minorities including Southeast Asians (Cambodian, Vietnamese, Lao, Mien) and East African (Eritrea, Ethiopia, Oromo, Somali), Latino, Caucasian, African American, Native American, and multi-ethnic.  The majority of their youth clients and their families reside in a low-income public housing community in West Seattle.  

The demographics of the participants are both youth and parents.  The targeted age group for the youth is 13-17 years old, and the young adults from ages 19-35.  
The “Creating Lasting Family Connections” model assists youth and families in high risk environments to become strong, healthy, and supportive families, which in turn significantly increases resilience to substance use and dramatically reduces their use of alcohol and illicit drugs.  It also provides parents and children with strong defenses against environmental risk factors by teaching them appropriate skills for personal growth, family enhancement, and interpersonal communications.

Participants are encouraged to improve their personal growth through increasing self-awareness, self esteem and expression of feelings, interpersonal communication, and self disclosure.  Social and refusal skills are taught to provide a strong defense against environmental risk factors.

Question/Answer portion followed.  

Q:  How do you find native speaking staff?
A:   The agency uses a facilitator who speaks both English and foreign language; 

that person does not need to be a certified CD counselor to perform the task.
Q:   How do you handle youth who are identified as high risk?  
 A:  The agency brings in an agency to provide services to high risk youth at their 
facility.

DASA UPDATE

Bob Leonard, DASA Acting Region 4 Administrator, formally introduced Sherry Hamilton, Acting Region 4 Treatment Manager.  Sherry has 23 years of service with the state.  Other updates include:

· Currently, 235 have registered for the upcoming Warm Beach Retreat on February 21 & 22, 2008.   DASA expects around 300 participants this year.
· On the legislative arena, no update yet on the status of the intensive case management services at 1811 Eastlake facility and for youth and residential treatment expansion.
· King County has the largest participation in the Rate Study at 85%.  The Rate Study was conducted by DASA.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
Membership Update
Jim Benbow and Raymond Miller both appeared before the Law, Justice, and Human Services Committee on January 17, 2008 for their confirmation hearing.  On January 29, 2008, the full County Council confirmed their appointment to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board. 
B.   All CD Providers Meeting 
The Annual All CD Providers Meeting on January 24th was a success.  Joan Clement, Linda Brown, and Pat Godfrey attended the event.  Joan recommended discussing in depth the nicotine dependency treatment issue at the Board planning retreat on April 9, 2008. 
C.   Legislative Update
No words yet on the status of the request to reinstate treatment expansion funding for youth.  Jim thanked Linda Brown and Pat Godfrey for their leadership in putting together a letter in support for the reinstatement of the $305,000 youth treatment expansion funding this legislative session.  Other Board members involved in the sub-committee are Ray Miller and Michelle DiMiscio who provided the needed support and assistance to Linda and Pat.
A question was asked whether the $305,000 is in the line budget of DASA.  Bob Leonard will check with DASA.

PREVENTION AND TREATMENT  COORDINATOR REPORT
A. White Paper

Jim and Janna Wilson are still working on this project on the Sobering Center.  They expect to complete the paper by next week.  It will be in a draft form, open for comments and input from the Board and other interested parties.

B. CD Management Indicator Report

Jim walked the Board through the document.  He identified the following four areas of the report:

· Access to outpatient treatment for adult, youth, and opiate substitution treatment, outpatient caseload report, detox admission and subsequent admission to treatment, and treatment expansion.  Sobering and ITA will be added under this category in the future.

· Outcomes on outpatient treatment based on completion/retention rate on both youth and adult, opiate substitution treatment retention by provider (ETS & THS), and prevention program (on placeholder)
· Data Quality based on DASA delinquency report and prevention (on placeholder)
· Fiscal Revenue and Expenditures

V.
LIAISON REPORT

Linda Brown, Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee:  A gloomy forecast from the state will be released in the paper.  The committee discussed strategies on how to cope with the decreased funding.  The Legislative Forum this year will be held on December 11th at St. Mark’s Cathedral, same time.  

Ray Miller, Children and Family Commission:  The Commission supports the Seed of Compassion Event to be held in Seattle on April 11-15, 2008.  
Linda Brown, King County Human Services Coalition:  The coalition discussed the implementation of sales tax and other funding issues.  Although there is a surplus this year, both the state and local level is seemingly anticipating the downturn next year and efforts are being made to reflect that anticipation in the budget decisions this year.  This is an opinion expressed by most of the members of the coalition at the meeting.
