Board Chair Joan Clement convened the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board meeting at 12:00 p.m.  The meeting was held at Safeco Jackson Street Center, 306 23rd Avenue, Seattle.

I.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Joan Clement welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
PRESENTATION
Joseph Myrick, Auburn Youth Resources CD Program Manager, gave an enthusiastic presentation about their youth services and the great work their agency is doing in the community.  
He reported an increase in staffing from 5 to 15 full time employees, 2 part time and another FTE soon to come on board.  With the rapidly growing area of King County, the agency is planning on establishing new groups in Federal Way and Puyallup.
The agency has prevention/intervention services in 5 school districts; Project Alert in 2 school districts which has served 250 students.  They currently have 104 caseloads.  The agency works with 33 schools, mostly from Kent.  Their outreach program is from Sea-Tac Mall to South Center.  They have 2 residential programs.
Their transitional housing includes Severson House.


The primary challenge faced by the agency is lack of funding.  To address this challenge, the agency engages in fundraising campaign e.g. Valentine’s Day event.  

Question and answer followed:

· Where do you get most of your referrals?  From schools and parents.

· How do you keep your 9 prevention/interventionists?  The agency provides similar employment package as ESD’s and the warmth of the agency – more personable.

· Are you seeing gang violence in your area?  A significant increase in gang violence has been noted lately. 

Linda Brown suggested utilizing the newspaper in highlighting agency’s performance such as Auburn Youth Resources’ cost-effective operation.

DASA UPDATE

Bob Leonard, DASA Acting Region 4 Administrator, gave the following update:

· The Warm Beach Retreat is just around the corner -  February 21 & 22, 2008.

· Saying It Out Loud Conference to be held on May 9, 2008 at Shoreline Conference Center.  

· In the legislative arena, DASA is pushing for funding of the intensive case management services at 1811 Eastlake facility and for youth and residential treatment expansion.

D.  Legislative Forum Report
The Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee met last Tuesday.  Only 2 Board members and 2 Division staff attended the meeting.  Due to poor attendance for the past several months now, the committee recommended to have one more Board representative from each Board.  The Board will decide who will be the alternate Board member to attend the meeting of the Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee.  It was also suggested that the time and meeting place stay consistent to increase attendance.
The upcoming legislative session will be a short session.  Jim emphasized the urgency of taking action now to contact our local legislators to ask for their support for the reinstatement of the youth treatment funding.  This seemingly small amount of requested youth treatment funding will have a significant impact in our services.  
The Board formed a sub-committee to strategize the approach with the legislators.  Linda Brown and Pat Godfrey will co-chair the sub-committee with Michelle DiMiscio, Ray Miller, and Mariah Mitchell as members.  Jim Vollendroff will send out the briefing papers developed by MHCADSD to be used as a script when talking with legislators..

Crisis and Commitment Coordinator spoke about legislative changes in mental health’s involuntary treatment and commitment.  Mental Health Division is evaluating the proposal of a Warm line, not a crisis line but a telephone line where people call in and just talk and get support.  There was interest from the Mental Health Board for this program.  There was also a discussion on the one tenth of one percent sales tax and the need to closely monitor the implementation of the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Action Plan.
