Board Chair Joan Clement convened the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board meeting at 12:​​​03 p.m.  The meeting was held at DSHS-DDD Lunchroom A, 1700 E. Cherry Street, 2nd floor, Seattle.

I.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Joan Clement welcomed everyone and then asked them to introduce themselves.  

II.
APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

The review and approval of the May 8, 2008 Board meeting minutes was tabled due to lack of quorum.
III.
PRESENTATION

Sam Collins, Executive Director of Vashon Youth and Family Services (VYFS), handed out copies of VYFS brochure before giving a brief presentation about the agency.   VYFS has been in existence for over a decade serving the youth of Vashon Island needing help with their alcohol and substance abuse problems and other problems.
Based on the 2006 Healthy Youth Survey results, Vashon youth use alcohol and marijuana at significantly higher rates than their peers statewide.

He thanked the King County Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services Division (KCMHCADSD) for its financial partnership in providing drug and alcohol prevention services to change these trends.    


KCMHCADSD also invested on the establishment of VYFS Parent University program which supports parents with a combination of practical parenting skills and access to a social support network.  The agency is now in the process of acquiring a permanent space for the programs.

DASA UPDATE

A.
Budget Issue
The State is faced with a $1.4-2.6B deficit this next biennium.  DSHS has a projected budget cut of $600 -$795 million.  DSHS-DASA has started its budget cutting exercises for the next biennium.  
B.   Ken Stark
Ken Stark has accepted a position in Snohomish County as Head of their Human Services Department.  He has 16 years of service with DSHS-DASA.
V.
OLD BUSINESS

A. Review of CD Management Indicator Report

Copies of the document were provided to Board members.  Jim Vollendroff and Liz Gilbert took turns in walking the Board through the document and noted the following:

· Changes were incorporated into the April 2008 report, which include data reporting for a 13-month period to allow comparison between the most recent month’s performance to the same month in the previous year as well as the ability to identify trends over a 12-month period.

· In the access section, the source of funding is now included for the services to which clients have been admitted.  Each table provides the number of non-Medicaid and Medicaid clients served.

· Ceased reporting the duplicated total; only unduplicated counts of clients are reported.

· Expanded report on ITA referrals to Pioneer Center North, and the number of those who were actually admitted.  There are 24 clients referred to ITA, 11 PCN request, 7.1 PCN admits, and an average of 26 monthly referrals to PNC.
· Data tables on page 6 is for an in depth report.

· Increase in number of youth outpatient admissions by 22% compared with last year.  
· Outcome measure is based on data quality report from DASA, which reflect the delinquent cases.  If no activities are inputted on TARGET by the agencies, DASA notifies MHCADSD about this.

· Fiscal section.  Fund balance savings is sufficient.  New item to be added in fiscal section is a monthly average cost per admission under different categories.  Fund balance can be carried over.  This can be used if funding in a program has been discontinued and/or to support new programs.

The draft evaluation plan is complete and on the county web site for public comment.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Introduction of New Board Applicant

Joan Clement introduced a Board applicant, Mark Levy, and asked him to say something about himself.  Mark said that he has been in recovery for over 22 years.  He moved to Seattle a little over three years ago from Los Angeles, California.  He now lives in Sammamish; owns and runs his own business, a licensing and consulting for digital media companies.  This is his first board experience.
VII.
A/D COORDINATOR’S UPDATE

A. RFP Update

The Recovery Centers of King County has informed MHCADSD that it will not apply for the RFP Sobering services.

The Bidders’ Conference for this RFP will be held on June 17, 2008 at the Dutch Shisler Sobering Service Center.  

The ESP van service will be restored to 24-7.

The redesigning of the Sobering Service Center will have significant changes.  To address the lack of housing for chronic public inebriates, MHCADSD is negotiating with Wintonia for housing possibilities for the sobering population.  Jim has also met with Seattle Indian Health Board regarding services to Native Americans.
B. Meeting with DSHS Assistant Secretary

Jim said that he is meeting with the Assistant Secretary of DSHS on Friday.  The meeting agenda includes: 

· Non-Medicaid vendor rate increase.  The Board agreed to write a letter in support of the vendor rate increase.  
· Department of Health’s proposal for a substantial increase for certification/ license fee.  The Board expressed opposition to the plan.  

VIII.  LIAISON REPORTS


Legislative Advocacy and Public Affairs Committee – Pat Godfrey
Two conference calls were made to talk with Yakima and Pierce counties about gang violence, gang activities and prevention and treatment efforts in their communities.  The committee also discussed the various public affairs activities in the remaining months of the year.  The Exemplary Service Awards are on 
October 2, 2008.  Nomination forms have been sent to both Mental Health and Chemical Dependency providers and to Mental Health Advisory and Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative boards.  The deadline for submission of nominations will be July 7th.  The Legislative Forum will be on December 11, 2008.

Mental Health Advisory Board – Joan Clement
One of the issues brought up at the meeting was about the certificate of restoration of opportunity.  This will erase criminal records of people with misdemeanor charges.
