III. APPROVAL of MEETING NOTES – February 27, 2007
A motion was moved and seconded and carried to approve the meeting notes.  
IV.     Quality Council annual report – 2007 goals discussion
Eleanor requested that the Quality Council should monitor changes in legislation, mainly Senate bills 5533 and 6018.  Debra suggested that if these bills pass, they will be added to the Council’s goals at that time.  This was agreed upon by attendees.
Eleanor voiced concerns over why there is no have data to show why people leave care.  She proposed that MHCADSD provide data about out how many clients who leave care end up in jails, hospitals and crisis services.  Debra responded that outcomes for people who leave care prematurely is not something traditionally looked at, but that is could be explored in an ad hoc report and, if fruitful, potentially adding analyses to the revised Mental Health report card.
Gene inquired about any recent changes with Telesage.  Debra said that the state Mental Health Division had responded to the concerns providers had about Telesage  - though some issues are still under discussion, most notably shortening the adult survey instrument.  Gene inquired as to whether or not there could be any penalty incurred for providers or clients themselves for not completing Telesage.  Debra noted that there are incentive dollars planned for providers for having clients complete Telesage that will be implemented in a couple of years.   She also noted that the problem does not seem to be primarily that clients are refusing - but rather that clinicians are not offering it in the first place.   Eleanor suggested that incentives could go to clients directly rather than providers.  Debra agreed to look into this for further review.  

NOTE:  A preliminary investigation of this issue revealed that the first year of incentive dollars must be tied to Medicaid services - so direct payment to clients rather than for services provided is not possible.  How incentives for completing Telesage will be implemented is still undecided.
V.  Fourth Quarter Mental Health Report Card

Gene discussed the large increased in revenue on page 9 and wondered if it included the sales tax initiative.  NOTE:  it doesn't.  Gene also noted the funding from the state was actually was typically half of what was projected.  Debra pointed out the disclaimer on page 4 stating that the amounts are somewhat misleading due to inpatient billing and accounting changes and the expenses from Sept. – December not being represented in the report card.  Debra offered to invite Dana Ritter (MHCADSD CFO) to discuss the financial page of the report card if that is the desire of the QC.  
VI.   Discussion of Charging For Involuntary Commitment

Eleanor stated this agenda item was clarified at the last advisory board meeting.  If a client is committed and have the funds they will pay, whether it is voluntary or involuntary.
