Domestic Violence/Mental Health Services and System Coordination
· Suggestion to revise language with more positive statements of the expansion of services to these populations.

· Suggestion to change the Problem or Need Addressed by the Strategy section to more basic language—e.g. change “weighted mean prevalence” language.  

· Suggestion to change the first sentence in the Reason for Inclusion of the Strategy section—“do not meet” to may not yet meet.
· Suggestion to add sexual assault in the Service Components/Design.

· Page 3—Need to add a “decimal point” to .5 FTE
· Discussion occurred that these people are not frequent users of the court system.

· Discussion of cultural issues and the need to provide culturally relevant services (including Native Americans).  
· Questions raised about direct allocation to Refugee Women’s Alliance.  Need to clarify why there is a direct allocation instead of a RFP.

· Discussion of who would provide these services and where the services would be provided.

· Suggestion to add the initial pilot will focus on south King County.

· Suggestion to add reduce risk of battery and domestic violence in the Reason for Inclusion of the Strategy section.

· Page 2 - cross out “response” (first sentence).

· Suggestion to add more detail in the Provider Resources Needed.  

· Suggestion to add countywide outreach to sub-regional areas language.
