1.   Welcome and Introductions, Jackie MacLean, Interim Chair

Jackie welcomed the group, and members introduced themselves.

2.   Approval of the Meeting Notes from the May 15, 2008 Meeting, Jackie MacLean 

Meeting notes were approved.  Barb Miner noted that she was present at the meeting but was not listed as attending.  That correction will be made and the notes will be posted on the website.

3.  Update on Appointment and Confirmation of Members, Kelli Carroll
All interim members have been confirmed by Council as permanent members of the committee.

4.  Summary of the Work of the Group to Date, and Upcoming Action Items, Meg Crager
Since members have all been confirmed, the June 5, 2008 meeting will be the first meeting of the Oversight Committee per Ordinance 16077.  

Meg summarized the work of the group to date, to provide an overview, as members have joined at various times. 

· Collaboration with Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services Division on implementation plan

· Orientation, tasks and background of MIDD

· Amnon Shoenfeld presented overview of the MIDD process and plan

· Review of all 35 strategies by workgroups of committee members
· Review of input from the workgroups by the committee
· Review of the of MIDD 2008 revised spending plan

· Plan posted on the MHCADSD website May 20-June 3 for comments.  Received 19 comments to date.

The plan for the next meeting on June 5 is for the Oversight Committee to review comments received on the implementation plan, review a draft of the MIDD Evaluation Plan, vote on co-chairs, and adopt the MIDD Oversight Committee charter and rules.  There are three more oversight committee meetings scheduled, which should take us to completion of all of the required plans. 
There is a meeting tomorrow from 9 – 11 a.m. at the Chinook Building on the Plan for a Crisis Diversion Program.  It is open to anyone who wishes to attend.

5.  Housing Development for the MIDD, Amnon Shoenfeld and Linda Peterson
Amnon gave an overview of the needs and outcomes of housing for the MIDD.  He presented information showing the need for housing for individuals with mental illness and chemical dependency, as well as examples of national and local programs for homeless individuals that have been effective in reducing the use of jails and emergency medical services.  (Amnon was asked to distribute his speaking points. They were E-mailed and are attached)
Linda Peterson presented King County’s Housing Programs and the Housing Funding and Development Process.  The presentation included information on the County’s housing portfolio, working with many partners to create housing, public capital funding, using a patchwork of fund sources and tools, the process, putting a housing package together, and the MIDD Housing Strategy #16a.

It costs $225,000 to $250,000 for each housing unit that is built, depending on location.   A request was made for information on how many units have been created for mental illness and substance abuse clients and how many are currently in the pipeline in Seattle and King County.  

Members agreed that there needs to be a balance between services and housing.  As this first phase of work continues, there will be $18 million that can’t be spent on services in 2008 due to the time needed to further develop plans, complete the request for proposal processes, contract for services, and for agencies to hire and train staff.   Committee members discussed the need for both housing and services, and, after discussion, agreed to support the proposal to dedicate $18 million for housing this year while continuing to look closely at the service and housing needs for 2009 and beyond later this year, to ensure that services and housing are integrated across all strategies so that both are successful in meeting the goals of the MIDD.
6.  Review of Draft Charter for the MIDD Oversight Committee, Sue Rahr
Discussion of the draft charter ensued regarding, Purpose, Responsibilities, Decision-Making, Commitment, Rules, Membership, Conflicts of Interest, Chairs, Staffing and Subcommittees.  There was also a discussion of the need to run the Oversight Committee under the auspices of the open public meeting rules.  
Members raised the following issues:
· The need for clarification between a proxy (the vote) and a designee (the person)

· Who sits at the table?

· Need to clarify the issue of designees and their role. 
· Define consensus

· Need for a quorum when votes are taken

· Need for expansion of the Conflict of Interest section

· Need for clarification of language in several sections of the draft.

· Applicability of the Open Public Meeting Act.

The subgroup will propose language modifications and clarifications.  Note that the applicability of the Open Public Meeting Act is key to the Charter and Rules.  Committee members will have another opportunity to review the draft before voting on adoption.  
7.  Nomination of Chairs and Plan for Voting Process, Jackie MacLean and Meg Crager
Two people have expressed interest in the Chair positions.  Ordinance requires that at the official first meeting of the Oversight Committee, or shortly thereafter, chairs must be chosen.  These positions will be voted on at the next meeting.  If you have any interest in being a Chair, please contact Meg Crager by Friday.  Candidates and voting procedures will be disseminated prior to the next meeting.
