King County Code 16.82.090 requires the applicant to maintain a liability policy in the amount of one hundred thousand per individual, three hundred thousand per occurrence, and fifty thousand property damage ($100,000 / $300,000 / $50,000), and shall name King County as an additional insured.  King County must receive proof of this policy prior to commencement of any work authorized under this permit.

To comply requires submittal/confirmation of ALL of the following documentation:

King County prefers CG2010 (Form B), however, if your insurance company does not use the standard Form B, you may submit a substitute and our Risk Manager will review and either approve or deny the substitute form.
