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MOTION NO.  03-1

A MOTION by the Growth Management Planning Council of King County affirming the sufficiency of the existing Urban Growth Area boundary to accommodate 20-year targets for household and job growth.

WHEREAS, in accordance with RCW 36.70A.110, the King County Council and Growth Management Planning Council established an Urban Growth Area boundary in 1992, and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with RCW 36.70A.110, the Growth Management Planning Council approved on September 25, 2002, household and job targets for the succeeding 20-year planning period, which extends through 2022, and

WHEREAS, in accordance with RCW 36.70A.130, counties and cities planning under the Growth Management Act are required to conduct a 10-year review of the Urban Growth Area, in particular its capacity to accommodate 20-year population projections from the state Office of Financial Management, and

WHEREAS FW-1 of the Countywide Planning Policies requires a 10-year review of the Urban Growth Area boundary with respect to 20-year growth target accommodation as well as the achievement of other Countywide Planning Policy goals, and

WHEREAS a team of staff from King County and its cities conducted this review utilizing data collected and reported as part of the King County Buildable Lands Program, King County Benchmark Program, and other growth monitoring activities, 

THE GROWTH MANAGEMENT PLANNING COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY HEREBY MOVES AS FOLLOWS:

The Council affirms the continuing sufficiency of the current Urban Growth Area boundary to accommodate Household and Job Targets established in the Countywide Planning Policies for the 2001-2022 planning period, consistent with achievement of Countywide Planning Policy goals for housing affordability, environmental protection, and economic development.
