MEETING SUMMARY

Executive Sims convened the meeting at 4:10 PM.

I-A.
Review and Approval of the July 24, 2002 Meeting Summary.

The GMPC unanimously approved the July 24, 2002 meeting summary.

I-B.
Public Comment:

Sydney Elder and Mike Luis spoke in support of GMPC adoption of the proposed Growth Targets.

II.
Growth Targets:

Michael Hubner of the Suburban Cities Association introduced and briefly summarized the following three proposed Motions:

Motion 02-4, to amend the Countywide Planning Policies to include a new policy regarding ongoing water supply planning and development.  Motion 02-4 was moved by Councilmember Degginger and seconded by Councilmember Pettiti. The GMPC unanimously adopted Motion 02-4 by voice vote of 7 ½ in favor.

Motion 02-2 to amend the Countywide Planning Policies to add targets for new households for the period 2001- 2022.  Motion 02-2 was moved by Councilmember Conlin and seconded by Councilmember Garber.  

Councilmember Garber acknowledged the concerns about the Household Targets raised by the City of Seattle representatives.  

Mayor Nickels expressed his support for the Household Targets, while continuing to be concerned about future levels of transit service for Seattle.  He also pointed out that Seattle is planning to accommodate a substantial amount of the region’s growth for the next twenty years.

Councilmember Conlin appreciated the comments made by Councilmember Garber.  Mr. Conlin reminded the members we are all in this together.

The GMPC unanimously adopted Motion 02-2 by voice vote of 9 ½ in favor.

Motion 02-3 to amend the Countywide Planning Policies to add targets for new jobs for the period 2001-2022.  Councilmember Burleigh moved motion 02-3.  With no further discussion, GMPC unanimously adopted Motion 02-3 by voice vote of 9 ½ in favor.

III. Proposed Urban Center Designation for Totem Lake:

Eric Shields of the City of Kirkland introduced the proposal to designate Totem Lake as an Urban Center. 

Executive Sims asked the members if any further staff explanation or discussion was necessary.  No need for further discussion was expressed.  GMPC directed staff to prepare a Motion designating Totem Lake as an Urban Center for consideration at the October 23 GMPC meeting.

IV. Urban Separators:

Paul Reitenbach of King County reminded GMPC that staff was directed to work with the Cities of Renton and Auburn to address unresolved issues regarding Urban Separators and report back to GMPC by September 30, 2002.  He outlined a negotiated resolution to the concerns raised by the City of Renton.  In short, the agreement included removal of the Urban Separator designation from 76 acres of unincorporated Urban land adjacent to the City of Renton, and designation of 118.8 acres of new Urban Separator within the City of Renton.  A letter from the City of Renton and an attached resolution in support of this proposal were distributed to the members.

Staff also reported significant progress with the City of Auburn, but requested more time to work on this issue.  

Councilmember Irons expressed appreciation for the effort to resolve this interjurisdictional issue in a way that was acceptable to all parties.

GMPC directed staff to prepare a Motion implementing the negotiated amendments to the Renton Urban Separator for consideration at the October GMPC meeting.  GMPC also agreed to direct staff to continue negotiating a solution for the Auburn Urban Separator and report back in 2003.
