MEETING SUMMARY

Members Present:

Councilmember Phillips convened the meeting at 4:12 PM.

I.
Public Comment:

There were no comments.

II. Benchmark Report:

Rose Curran of King County presented key trends in the 2002 Benchmark Report as a report card for growth management.  Attached are the Power Point slides that Ms. Curran presented to the GMPC.

Councilmember Conlin asked when GMPC would get a report on the Human Services indicators.  Staff responded that the Human Services report is scheduled for the first GMPC meeting in 2003.  Mr. Conlin requested that in the future the Human Services indicators be presented at the same time as the Benchmarks Report.

Councilmember Conlin also asked staff what is considered affordable housing.  Staff responded that housing that is affordable to persons earning at least 80% of the median income in King County is considered affordable.  

Councilmember Keolker-Wheeler asked if the Benchmark Report includes Section Eight housing.  Staff responded there is some accounting of this under indicator 21.  Councilmember Keolker-Wheeler noted there is no good way to account for subsidized housing that is mobile, and there is a lot of subsidized housing in south King County.  Councilmember Keolker-Wheeler also pointed out there are not enough jobs in south King County to meet the needs of people who need subsidized housing, so we need to think of ways to provide this housing in other parts of King County.

Councilmember Faison stated that GMPC needs to tie jobs and housing together, and not only focus on housing affordability.

III. Housing Survey Update

Allan Johnson of King County presented the highlights of the 2002 housing survey, which was in part a follow up to the 2000 survey.  The 2002 survey also addressed topics not covered by the 2000 survey.  Attached are the summary of the survey results and a chart listing responses by jurisdiction.

Councilmember Conlin clarified that Seattle allows parking reductions for affordable housing, even if this housing is in mixed-use buildings.   Mr. Conlin also pointed out Seattle has passed a housing levy that will produce about 2000 affordable units over the next 7 years.

Review and Approval of the September 25, 2002 Meeting Summary.

The GMPC unanimously approved the September 25, 2002 meeting summary

IV. Urban Separators:

Councilmember Keolker-Wheeler moved Motion 02-5, seconded by Councilmember Cole. Motion 02-5 amends the Urban Separator map in the Countywide Planning Policies to reflect designated Urban Separators within the City of Renton, and modifications to designated Urban Separators for nearby unincorporated King County.

By a unanimous vote of 6 ½ to 0, GMPC approved Motion 02-5. 

V. Proposed Urban Center Designation:

Councilmember Burleigh moved Motion 02-6, seconded by Councilmember Garber.  Motion 02-6 designates Totem Lake as an Urban Center.

Councilmember Phillips noted that PSRC is reviewing the criteria for center designation, and there were some concerns raised by Councilmember Hague about the timing of GMPC action in light of the PSRC effort.   Councilmember Burleigh stated that Totem Lake meets the criteria for center designation and called for GMPC action at this time.

Staff commented that they would monitor PSRC action regarding centers criteria and report back to GMPC if significant changes affecting King County centers are being considered.

Councilmember Cole supported GMPC action at this time.

By a unanimous vote of 6 ½ to 0, GMPC approved Motion 02-6. 

Chair Sims declared the 6 ½ votes present to be a quorum.
