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GMPC AND VISION 2020+20 UPDATE
Puget Sound Regional Council staff will be briefing the Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC) on the schedule for the Vision 2020+20 Update, major issues being addressed, and the development of alternatives to be analyzed in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement.
Vision 2020+20 represents an update of the growth management strategy for the Central Puget Sound region. The final document will contain a preferred future growth scenario, along with revised Multicounty Planning Policies (MPPs) that are consistent with this vision. 
The Vision 2020+20 Update is particularly important to the GMPC because, under the Growth Management Act, Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs) must be consistent with MPPs. Several topical areas deserve attention from GMPC as the update process proceeds. One issue is the potential adoption of new policies on Regional Growth Centers, which may present GMPC with an opportunity to reevaluate the Urban Center designations in the CPPs. The Benchmark Program briefing at the June 15, 2005 GMPC meeting also highlighted urban centers as an area for further evaluation. Other issues, highlighted in the attached overview of PSRC issue papers, have a direct relationship to the CPP’s and may result in future work items for the GMPC in terms of briefings and possible amendments to the CPPs.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Direct staff to continue monitoring the Vision 2020+20 update process as it relates to the CPPs. Schedule a more detailed briefing on Vision 2020+20 and its relationship to the CPPs as part of the 2006 GMPC work plan.
