Existing CPPS that Guide the Development of the 2012-2022 Targets Process

Please note text in italic font is a reference to the (CPPs) that support the objectives, which guide the targets process.

FW-1

STEP 8.
a.   The citizens and jurisdictions of King County are committed to maintaining a perma​nent Rural Area.  The Growth Management Planning Council or its successor shall review all Urban Growth Areas ten years after the adoption and ratification of Phase II Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies.  The review shall be conducted utilizing monitoring reports and benchmark evaluation and be coordinated with evaluation and reporting requirements of state law.  As a result of this review the Growth Management Planning Council or its successor may recommend to the Metropolitan King County Council amendments to the Urban Growth Area.  Alternatively, King County may initiate consideration of Urban Growth Area amendments.  Amendments shall be based on an evaluation of the following factors:  

· the criteria in policies LU-26 and LU-27;

· the sufficiency of vacant, developable land and redevelopable land to meet projected needs;

· the actual and projected rate of development and land consumption by cate​gory of land use including both development on vacant land and redevelop​ment proj​ects; 

· the capacity of appropriate jurisdictions to provide infrastructure and service to the Urban Growth Areas;

· the actual and projected progress of jurisdictions in meeting their adopted 20-year goals and targets of number of households and employees per acre; 

· the actual and projected rate of population and employment growth com​pared to adopted 20-year goals and target ranges, and compared to revised projections from the Washington State Office of Financial Management;

· the actual and projected trend of economic development and affordable housing indicators, as reported annually through the adopted monitoring and benchmarks program;

· indicators of environmental conditions, such as air quality, water quality, wildlife habitat, and others.

FW-9
A fundamental component of the Countywide planning strategy is the maintenance of the tra​di​tional character of the Rural Area with its mix of forests, farms, high-quality natural environ​ment, rural cit​ies, unincorporated Rural Centers, and variety of low-den​sity residential uses.  The basic elements of this rural character are: 

a.
NATURAL FEATURES .... Such as water bodies and significant wetlands, scenic resources and habitat areas should be afforded long-term protection, minimizing long-term environ​mental deg​radation, and enhancing environmental quality where previous degra​dation has occurred.

b.
RESOURCE-BASED INDUSTRIES .... Commercial and non-commercial farming, forestry, pri​mary forest products manufacturing, mining and fisheries activities shall be encouraged to con​tinue and to expand as possible.

c.
RURAL TOWNS .... Valued attributes of small towns such as: public safety; historical continu​ity; small, independent business; and local availability of goods and services shall be encour​aged to continue.

d.
RURAL INFRASTRUCTURE AND SERVICES .... Rural residents outside cities should antici​pate lower levels of public services and infrastructure than those available in Urban Areas, maximizing self-sufficiency and independence.

e.
OPEN SPACE SYSTEM .... Significant components of King County’s Open Space Sys​tem are found in Rural Areas.  Trail corridors, habitat networks, recreational areas and scenic resources should be linked wherever possible to complete the system.  Active rec​reational facilities shall be rural in character.  Where a traditional landscape of fields cleared for agricul​tural purposes exists, new development should be clustered at the edges of fields to minimize the consumption of agricultural land and possible conflicts with current or future farming activ​ity.

f.
RURAL HOUSING .... The Rural Areas shall offer important alternative and qualitative hous​ing choices but shall not be considered a quantitatively significant part of the County’s resi​dential growth capacity;
g.
RURAL ECONOMY.... The Rural Areas make a unique contribution to King County’s econ​omy.  In addition to farming, fisheries and forestry, cottage industries shall be recog​nized as making a significant economic contribution in Rural Areas, and should be encouraged.

h.
CITIES....Rural cities shall encourage, where appropriate, business opportu​nities which sup​port the full range of rural activities occurring in their adjacent Rural Areas, including support services for agriculture and forestry.  Cities should also provide a place for shop​ping, educa​tion, social services and other community functions at a scale consistent with the maintenance of rural char​acter as well as the cities’ household and employment tar​get ranges.

LU-7:
Designated Rural Areas are considered to be permanent and shall not be redesignated to an Urban Growth Area until reviewed pursuant to the Growth Management Act (RCW 36.70A.130 (3)) and policy FW-1.  Future growth should be accommodated to the maximum extent feasi​ble by efficient use of existing urban land within the Urban Growth Area.  Annexation of Rural Areas to cities shall be prohibited.  When annexation of Rural Areas is necessary to link two Urban Areas, that intervening Rural Area shall be designated as permanent urban separator at low rural densi​ties. 
LU-10:
The Rural Area shall have low densities which can be sustained by minimal infrastructure improve​ments, such as septic systems and rural roads.  King County, cities adja​cent to Rural Areas, and other agencies providing services to Rural Areas, shall adopt stan​dards for facili​ties and services in Rural Areas that protect basic public health and safety, and enhance the environ​ment, but urban facilities and services should not be provided to Rural Areas.  Utilities, roads, and other infrastruc​ture improvements may only be extended through Rural Areas to serve existing Urban Areas.

LU-28:
Within the Urban Growth Area, growth should be directed as follows:  a) first, to Centers and urban​ized areas with existing infrastructure capacity; b) second, to areas which are already urban​ized such that infrastructure improvements can be easily extended; and c) last, to areas requir​ing major infra​structure improvements.
LU-38: 
4.
Cities in the Rural Area

The cities and unincorporated towns in the Rural Areas are a significant part of King County’s diversity and heritage.  Cities in this category include:  Black Diamond, Carnation, Duvall, Enumclaw, North Bend, Sno​qualmie and Skykomish.  They have an important role as local trade and community centers.  These cit​ies and towns are the appropriate providers of local rural services for the community.  They also contribute to the variety of development patterns and housing choices within the County.  As municipali​ties, the cities are to pro​vide urban services and be located within designated Urban Growth Areas.  The urban services, residen​tial densities and mix of land uses may differ from those of the large, generally western Urban Growth Area.

LU-38
In recognition that cities in the Rural Area are generally not contiguous to the Countywide Urban Growth Area, and to protect and enhance the options cities in Rural Areas provide, these cities shall be located within Urban Growth Areas.  These Urban Growth Areas generally will be islands sepa​rate from the larger Urban Growth Area located in the western portion of the County.  Each city in the Rural Area and King County and the Growth Management Planning Council shall work cooperatively to establish an Urban Growth Area for that city.  The Urban Growth Area for cities in the Rural Area shall: 

a.
Include all lands within existing cities in the Rural Area;

b.
Be sufficiently free of environmental constraints to be able to support rural city growth without major environmental impacts; 

c.
Be contiguous to city limits; 

d.
Have boundaries based on natural boundaries, such as watersheds, topo​graphical fea​tures, and the edge of areas already characterized by urban development;

e.
Be maintained in large lots at densities of one home per five acres or less with mandatory clus​tering provisions until such time as the city annexes the area;

f.
Be implemented through interlocal agreements among King County, the cities and special pur​pose districts, as appropriate, to ensure that annexation is phased, nearby open space is pro​tected and development within the Urban Growth Area is compatible with sur​round​ing Rural and Resource Areas; and

g.
Not include designated Forest or Agricultural Production District lands unless the conser​va​tion of those lands and continued resource-based use, or other compatible use, is assured.

LU-67
 The targets and regulations in LU-66 are based on the following steps:

a.
The Growth Management Planning Council adopted the target number of net new households to be accommodated Countywide over the next 20 years as 195,000;

b.
The interjurisdictional staff committee reported to the Growth Management Planning Council or its successor target ranges for net new households for each jurisdiction based on the follow​ing criteria:

1.
The capacity and condition of existing and forecast capital facilities and utilities,

2.
Proximity to major employment centers,

3.
Access to existing and projected regional transit,

4.
Capacity of undeveloped land and potential for redevelopment given the character of existing development,

5.
The need for a range of housing types,

6.
Each jurisdiction’s share of affordable housing as required by affordable housing policies,

7.
Consistency with the Countywide numbers;
c.
The target ranges as shown in Appendix 2 were recommended by the Growth Management Planning Council, adopted and rati​fied pursuant to policy FW-1, Step 4c;  

d.
The target ranges in each jurisdiction’s comprehensive plan shall be consistent with the target ranges in Appendix 2 or shall state the reasons for deviating from the target ranges;

e.
Through the process established under FW-1 Step 4b, if the jurisdiction’s comprehensive plan differs from the target, the Growth Management Planning Council may recommend amend​ments to either the Countywide Plan​ning Policies or local plans; and

f.
Monitoring should follow the process described in policy FW-1.

LU-68       Target ranges for employment growth outside Urban Centers were established for cities and for unincorporated King County through the joint local and Countywide adoption process based on the following steps:

a.
The Growth Management Planning Council adopted the 20-year target number for employ​ment growth as 347,400.  The interjurisdictional staff committee developed pre​liminary rec​ommenda​tions for target ranges for employment growth inside and outside Urban Areas for each jurisdic​tion based on the following criteria:

1.
Consistency with the Countywide numbers;

2.
The need to direct growth to Urban Centers based on consistency with the multiple Cen​ters strategy;

3.
Access to regional rapid transit and existing highway and arterial capacity;

4.
Availabilities of undeveloped land and potential for redevelopment given the character of existing development;

5.
The willingness of local jurisdictions to implement policies which encourage transit such as single-occupancy vehicle parking charges and/or limits, transit, bicycle and pedestrian suppor​tive design, and the adoption of policies that encourage clustering of commercial and residential areas;

b.
The target ranges as shown in Appendix 2 were recommended by the Growth Management Planning Council, adopted and rati​fied pursuant to policy FW-1, Step 4;

c.
As part of their comprehensive plans, all jurisdictions shall indicate planned employment capacity and targeted increases in employment for 20 years inside and outside Urban Centers and shall show how their plans reflect the criteria in this policy; and

d.
Through the process established under FW-1 Step 4, if the jurisdiction’s comprehensive plan dif​fers from the target range, the Growth Management Planning Council or its successor may recommend amend​ments to either the Countywide Planning Policies or local plans.

FW-21 
Infrastructure planning and financing shall be coordinated among jurisdictions to direct and priori​tize Countywide facility improve​ments to implement the Countywide vision and land use plans.  
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
