EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Meeting Purpose
Staff will review the methodology that guides the 2022 household and employment growth targets for King County; draft growth targets; and draft Countywide Planning Policies amendments that establish the policy basis for the target allocation process.

The GMPC previously endorsed a proposed methodology and objectives at the GMPC October 2001 meeting.  Since that time staff received new census data that enabled us to make an analysis of household size countywide and at a subarea level.  Based on this new information staff is proposing a refined draft to the methodology.  Using the revised methodology, a draft Subarea and Jurisdictional Household Target Table is also presented.  There are three subsets in this discussion:

I. Allocation Methodology for the Household Targets and Household Targets Table

Review the methodology to allocate the household targets and the draft Household Targets Table, and provide general endorsement or direct changes.

II. Employment Targets

Review status of work in progress on employment targets, and the Subarea Employment Table and provide general endorsement or direct changes. 

III. Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies

Review proposed changes to Countywide Planning Policies, and provide general endorsement or direct changes.

Our goal consistent with the schedule, as presented at the October 2001 GMPC meeting, is to report back final household and employment targets and CPPs for approval at your July 24th meeting.

BACKGROUND

I.
Household Allocation Methodology and Household Targets:

As noted above, members previously endorsed a proposed methodology to guide the household and job targets at the GMPC October 2001 meeting.  Since that meeting the King County Planning Directors have developed further refinements to the methodology and the allocation of households to the urban subareas in King County.

The items below correspond to each of the tables shown on Attachment A: King County Subarea Growth Target Distribution Chart. 

1. Determine the percentage of jobs anticipated for each subarea based on Puget Sound Regional Council forecasts. (Table 1)

2. Distribute population to subareas based on jobs forecasts to ensure an appropriate jobs/household distribution (Table 2)

3. Determine household size by King County subareas (Table 3)

4. Determine new household growth needed to accommodate 2000-2022 population (Table 4)

5. Assign household targets by King County subareas (Table 5)

6. Allocate households to jurisdictions within each subarea (Attachment C: Employment and Household Targets Table)

II. Employment Targets

As we noted before, we are using the employment growth ratios estimated by PSRC to distribute the OFM population forecast by subarea in the County.  See Attachment C for jobs forecasted by subarea.  Employment and Household targets are expected to be adopted at the same time.  Staff is actively working to prepare employment targets for jurisdictions. 

III. Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies

Because the current policies reflect the 1994 GMPC process for allocating targets, the policies must be revised in accordance with the methodology and assumptions now being utilized.  Attachment E includes the amendments to the current policies.  In summary the policies are:

· Introduction

This text explains the interjurisdictional process established to allocate the employment and household growth targets.

· FW 12a
Growth Targets Allocation Objectives
This policy lists the objectives that guide the subarea and jurisdictional allocation of the employment and household targets.

· FW 12b
Transportation Infrastructure to Support the Growth Targets
This policy calls for support of both regional and local infrastructure investments to support the growth targets.

· LU25a
Growth Targets as a Planning Tool

This policy calls for the targets to be used to plan for and accommodate growth by each jurisdiction. 
· LU25b
Household Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the households to the subareas and to jurisdictions.

· LU25c
Employment Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the employment to the subareas and to jurisdictions.

· LU-66
Household Accommodation for 20-Year Period

This policy is updated to reflect the 2022 growth targets for each jurisdiction.
