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EXECUTIVE / COUNCIL SUMMARY

On your agenda is an introduction to the jobs housing distribution in King County. 

The purpose of today’s discussion is:

· To present a proposed process and a proposed timeline for the jobs and housing distribution discussion and target additions for the GMPC to consider;

· To review the research and findings regarding jobs housing distribution at the regional and county subregional levels and to identify the issues with the distribution of jobs and housing at these geographic levels; and

· To introduce three key issues as a framework for the discussion and to receive guidance from the GMPC about how to proceed with the policy discussion.  The issues are:
1. Where the OFM housing growth projections for King County will be accommodated;

2.   
Whether to continue to set employment growth targets in the Countywide Planning Policies; and
3. Whether to adopt new Countywide Planning Policies that will link jobs and housing growth

The staff report includes a timeline for developing preliminary criteria to guide the allocation of the new targets in 2001 and new target adoption in 2002; a data review of jobs housing distribution in the region; and an outline of the three key issues.  

A key issue facing the GMPC is the distribution of new housing targets for all jurisdictions in King County.  In February 2002, the State Office of Financial Management is expected to release updated 20-year population projections for the time period 2012-2021 for King County, as a whole.  Local jurisdictions must show how they will accommodate these new 20 - year projections. The proposed timeline lays out a process for the distribution of new housing and employment projections in the context of updates to "Growth Targets for Households and Employment" contained in the Countywide Planning Policies.  The proposed timeline shows GMPC completing this work in 2002 by adopting target additions.
The information presented today will provide you and the King County jurisdictions with a foundation upon which to begin the discussion of the new allocations next year.  The challenge is to establish a process that involves the participation of all jurisdictions to achieve this GMA mandate.
