JOBS-HOUSING DISTRIBUTION

The Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs) include both household and employment allocations by jurisdiction as shown in Appendix 2, Household and Employment Ranges.  By the end of 2001 or early 2002, the State Office of Fiscal Management (OFM) will distribute updated population forecast to be accommodated in local Comprehensive Plans. Appendix 2 will have to be updated to respond to OFM’s forecast.

Concerns have been raised about the effect of rapid employment growth on housing affordability, and indicate the need for a careful evaluation of the relationship between employment and household growth.  The evaluation should culminate in the development of criteria to amend Appendix 2.

· What set of criteria should be used to guide the next distribution of household and employment forecasts? 

· Develop options and evaluate feasibility and impacts

· Select policy direction and criteria

· Approve and transmit amendments to MKCC for adoption and ratification, and to cities for ratification.
