A MOTION to Recognize Social and Health Indicators in King County. 

WHEREAS, Countywide Planning Policy CC-4 states that human and community service planning activities shall support Countywide Planning Policies and the Countywide land development pattern; and

WHEREAS, There is substantial public benefit in the development and regular updating of a common set of social and health indicators for use by all city and county governments, public agencies, human service funders, non-profit agencies, community based organizations, and residents.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE GROWTH MANAGEMENT PLANNING COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY HEREBY MOVES AS FOLLOWS: 

1. The Social and health indicators in King County included in the Communities Count 2000 report are recognized.

2. The GMPC shall receive a report from the Social and Health Indicator Initiative of the King County Children and Family Commission every two years.  This report will assist the GMPC to follow the progress of King County citizens’ health and well being over time.
