EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Meeting Purpose
There are two motions for your consideration and possible action at today’s meeting:     (1) Household Targets for 2001-2022 and (2) Employment Targets for 2001-2022.  In addition, there is one new item, Motion 02-4, the Water Infrastructure Policy, for your consideration and possible action.  If approved, this policy will be added to the new Countywide Planning Policies approved at your July GMPC meeting (Motion 02-1).  Staff recommends that you first consider Motion 02-4, and then consider for possible action, the Household and Employment Targets.

BACKGROUND

I. Water Infrastructure Policy

Motion 02-4

Staff are introducing for your consideration and action Motion 02-4, the Water Infrastructure Policy, to support the new growth targets.

FW-12c  Ensuring sufficient water supply is essential to accommodate growth and conserve fish habitat.  Due to the substantial lead-time required to develop water supply sources, infrastructure and management strategies, long-term water supply planning efforts in the Region must be ongoing.

In summary the policies that you adopted at the July meeting (Motion 02-1) are:

· Introduction

This text explains the interjurisdictional process established to allocate the employment and household growth targets.

· FW-12a
Growth Targets Allocation Objectives
This policy lists the objectives that guide the subarea and jurisdictional allocation of the employment and household targets.

· FW-12b
Transportation Infrastructure to Support the Growth Targets
This policy calls for support of both regional and local infrastructure investments to support the growth targets.

· LU-25a
Growth Targets as a Planning Tool

This policy calls for the targets to be used to plan for and accommodate growth by each jurisdiction.  This policy also outlines the transfer of growth targets from Unincorporated King County Urban Areas to cities at the time of annexation.
· LU-25b
Household Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the households to the subareas and to jurisdictions.

· LU-25c
Employment Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the employment to the subareas and to jurisdictions.

· LU-66
Household Accommodation for 20-Year Period

This policy is updated to reflect the 2022 growth targets for each jurisdiction.
