Some Changes in County Subregional Growth in the 1990’s:

Uneven Gains in Population and Jobs in the Subregions 

· Compared to the 80s, in the 90s the Eastside took an increased share of the County’s new jobs but a decrease in the share of the County’s new population and housing.

· South King County took in a large share of the population growth at 53% but only 19.5% of new jobs in the 1990’s.  South King County was also gaining more people per housing unit than others in the 90s.

· The construction of new housing units in King County was evenly spread throughout the three sub-regional areas during the 1990s.

· The Seattle subregion constructed 39% of the housing units for the County in the 90s but took in only 21% of the new population in the 90s.
