· King County has the highest rental rates in 1999.  Snohomish County rental rates were the highest in the 1980 and in 1990.

· The annual rate of change in median rent remains fairly constant.  Rental prices appear to be less volatile than the housing sales market.
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In King County in the 1990’s, the price of price of renting rose faster than the price of single family homes.  In the 90s house prices increased at a rate of 1.3% while rental rates increased by 1.9%.
