Major Changes in Types of Trips Taken in Last 30 Years

· There have been significant changes in types of trips taken over the last few decades.

· Work trips, as a percentage of all trips taken, have decreased over time.  Non-work trips have mushroomed as lifestyles and workstyles have changed. 

· Even though the work trips are fewer as a percentage of the total trips, they are still important because they are longer than the other two types of trips noted in the graph. They also take place at peak use times and are growing in absolute numbers.
