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BACKGROUND

On December 11, 2001 the GMPC adopted Motion 01-1 which added maps of existing Urban Separators to the Countywide Planning Policies.  These maps also identified 76 acres of potential Urban Separator areas within the City of Renton’s Potential Annexation Area that Renton did not agree with.   Staff was directed to attempt to resolve this disagreement and report back to GMPC no later than September 30, 2002. 

At the September 25, 2002 GMPC meeting, staff reported that agreement had been reached to delete the Urban Separator designation from 76 acres of unincorporated King County adjacent to Renton city limits, and to designate 118.8 acres of new Urban Separator within the City of Renton.  The 118.8 acres meet the criteria for designation as Urban Separators in the Countywide Planning Policies and the King County Comprehensive Plan. The Renton Council has approved a resolution supporting this proposal.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Approve Motion 02-5, which modifies the Urban Separator map in the Countywide Planning Policies as described above.  A map of these modifications was attached to the September 25, 2002 GMPC staff report.
