The Contractor must provide all information requested on the AUP form.  Failure to comply May be considered a material breach of contract.

Definitions:

	Trade/Craft
	The given trade or craft expected to be utilized by the Contractor or its Sub-contractors throughout the duration of the project.

	
	

	Labor Hours
	The estimated total number of labor hours required in each trade or craft on the project.

	
	

	Number of Apprentices
	The estimated total number of apprentices in each trade or craft that is required for the project.

	
	

	Apprenticeship Hours
	The estimated total number of hours to be worked by apprentices in each craft or trade that is required for the project.

	
	

	Apprentice Percentage
	For each craft or trade, apprentice hours divided by labor hours, multiplied by one hundred (100), rounded to two(2) decimal places.  For example:  If apprentice hours equals 80 for a craft or trade and labors hours equal 520 for the same craft or trade, apprentice percentage for that craft or trade is (80/520) x 100 = 15.38 percent.
