Council Adopted EMS Funding for 2001 Out of Balance 








The financial plan for the EMS levy is out of balance for 2001.  The King County Council has adopted an ordinance setting the amount to be levied in 2001 at $44,992,832. The King County Assessor has calculated that the amount that may be levied in accordance with Initiative 722 as $46,307,040.* The EMS financial plan calls for levying even less, $46,121,999.  The difference of $1,129,167 represents a 2.62% reduction in funding of EMS services in 2001.  The Council did not reduce the budget (expenditures) submitted in the Executive’s Proposed Budget in October.  Initiative 722 is not the cause of this problem.  It is a mistake in how the levy is calculated. However, if the Council does not act to correct the levy amount for 2001, we will be forced to reduce expenditures by $1,129,167 to be in balance.
