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The Bear Creek Conservation and Recreation Partnership

Fact Sheet

· The Bear Creek Conservation and Recreation Partnership includes King County, Quadrant Corporation, Cascade Land Conservancy, Lake Washington Youth Soccer Association, and members of the equestrian community.

· The partnership over the next three to five years will:

· create new active recreational complexes, 

· develop a new equestrian park, 

· establish a stewardship trust for nearly 700 acres of wetlands,

· return at least 140 acres on the easternmost part of the Redmond Ridge panhandle to rural designation, and

· significantly reduce the number of housing units in the second phase of Redmond Ridge and complete the development of the master planned community.

· Quadrant will donate 46-acres of land to the Lake Washington Youth Soccer Association (LWYSA) for a new soccer complex, which LWYSA will develop and operate at no expense to King County and for the benefit of all King County residents.

· Cascade Land Conservancy (CLC) will work with the City of Redmond to acquire a site for another new regional athletic complex to be owned and managed by the City of Redmond. 

· Quadrant will develop a 28-acre equestrian park that will include a trailhead, an arena, a parking area, a round pen, and a landscaped knoll.  Quadrant will develop the site in Trilogy at Redmond Ridge in cooperation with the local equestrian community, which is interested in running the facility. 

· Quadrant and CLC will work together to provide enhanced stewardship for nearly 700 acres of wetlands that form a component of the headwaters of Bear and Evans Creeks.

· At least 140 acres on the easternmost part of the Redmond Ridge panhandle will be returned to rural designation.  One hundred acres will be developed at rural density and 40 acres will be maintained for conservation purposes.

· Quadrant will limit new residential units to 800 instead of the 1,325 originally planned in Redmond Ridge Phase 2.
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
