King County’s Law, Safety and Justice Integration Program
The mission of the King County Law, Safety and Justice Integration (LSJ-I) Program is to improve the safety of the public by improved management of criminal justice cases through the effective, efficient, and timely sharing of criminal justice information with decision makers and law enforcement officers.

King County Prosecutor Norm Maleng and Executive Ron Sims co-sponsor the program that was endorsed by the County Council in April 2003.  King County agencies participating in the LSJ-I Program are the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention; Department of Judicial Administration; King County District Court; King County Prosecuting Attorney; King County Sheriff; King County Superior Court, and the Office of the Public Defender (Department of Community and Human Services.)
An integrated law, safety and justice community will:

· Improve justice operations by making relevant information available to decision makers, operations staff, and law enforcement officers in a timely, accurate, and efficient manner.

· Proactively manage costs associated with the processing and administration of criminal justice cases.

· Provide improved public safety capabilities and services for the citizens of King County.

In addition to the initial project – the Jail Inmate Lookup Service (JILS) – the LSJ-I Program will implement a series of incremental technology projects that specifically address the following priorities:

· Reduce the costs of the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office receiving and reviewing criminal referrals from police.

· Address operational challenges associated with the jail booking and intake effort.

· Provide police officers with improved and comprehensive information about criminal history and activity.

· Disseminate information regarding criminal case dispositions to all interested agencies, including police, in an efficient and accurate manner.

· Support the improved management and timely processing of warrants.

· Further provide self-service capabilities to the public in the areas of accessing publicly available criminal justice information.

· Improve the ability for criminal justice agencies to research, investigate, and access information regarding criminal cases within the currently existing computing systems
