KCGIS Spatial Data Warehouse Reorganization: Documentation Series

New DFS Share Point: Drive Access to KCGIS Data Libraries

As part of the reorganization of the King County GIS Spatial Data Warehouse, Distributed File System (DFS) technology has been used to set up a single node for all three KCGIS data libraries (see below). A DFS node has been established under the Windows domain, KCGIS, to provide transparent, read-only access to all enterprise data regardless of whether the data is stored in a Windows or UNIX environment.

Internal KCGIS users are encouraged to map this DFS share point (\\gisdw\kclib\) to their ‘J:’ drive (when available). This will provide single-drive access to the three data libraries, which are:

· Plibrary—ArcInfo coverages

· Plibrary2—shapefiles

· Plibrary3—raster and grid data (imagery, digital elevation models, gridded landcover, etc.)
