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Why did the funding levels change from the first RFP and second RFP for Veteran’s Levy funds?  Does the model change as well?
The health department has available a total of $300,000 for the second round RFP, which is only around one-third of what was available in the first round. Consequently, the amount available for a single four-year major grant was reduced so as to allow the RFP reviewers to award four-years of funds to more applicant organizations. Eligible organizations may apply for funds in more than one program area (i.e., a major grant and one or more pilot grants)
The service delivery model required for receipt of a major grant is unchanged from the first RFP.   The second round RFP’s Instructions for Major Grants (page 6) is consistent with that in the first round RFP. 
The RFP says that two or more major grants may be awarded, but then doesn’t say the total amount of pilot grants.  How many pilot grants may be awarded?

On page 2 of the RFP, Public Health Seattle-King County reserves the right to adjust funding amounts between the two program areas, which would consequently affect the number of major grants and pilot grants that may be awarded. PHSKC may elect to increase or decrease funds for major grant awards and pilot grant awards during the review process, depending on the number and quality of applications received.
