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Answering the CTR Survey

Frequently Asked Questions
Q2. “Are you scheduled to begin work at your work location between 6 and 9 a.m.?”


Q: If I regularly arrive a few minutes before my 6 a.m. start time, what do I answer?

A: Answer “yes”.   This question is asking when you are scheduled to begin work and it is inclusive of 6 a.m. and 9 a.m. start times.

Q: If my worksite has flex-time with no restrictions and I’m not actually “scheduled” to start work at a certain time, how should I answer?

A: Answer “yes” if you usually begin your workday between 6 and 9 a.m.  Answer “no” if you usually begin before 6 a.m. or after 9 a.m. 

Q: If my schedule varies from day to day (sometimes I start between 6 and 9 and sometimes I don’t), how should I answer this question?

A: Answer “yes” if you usually start work between 6  and 9 a.m. on at least two weekdays each week.

Q3. “Last week, which days were you scheduled to begin work between 6 and 9 a.m.?”

Q: I was scheduled to start work between 6 and 9 a.m. every day last week, but because of personal reasons I didn’t start until about 10 on two of those days.  How should I answer this question?

A: Even if you did not begin work between 6 and 9 a.m., your answer should reflect the days last week that you were scheduled to begin work between 6 and 9 a.m.

Q: If, on one or two days last week, I went directly to an off-site meeting or a work-related appointment, how should I answer this question?

A:  If you reported to a different work location for this employer, your answer should reflect the time your first meeting was scheduled to begin.
Q4a. “Last week, what type of transportation did you use each day to commute TO your usual work location?”

Q: If I go directly to an off-site meeting or a work-related appointment, how should I answer this question?

A:  If you reported to a different work location for this employer, fill in the type of transportation used to get to that location.

Q: If I work in the field and am allowed to go directly to my regular service/sales calls, without going in to the office first, how do I answer this question?

A: If you reported to a different work location for this employer, fill in the type of transportation used to get to that location.
Q: Last Monday morning, I went directly to the airport for a 3-day business trip, how should I describe my morning commutes?

A: You should answer with “Overnight business trip” for those three days.

Q: If I drive my children to a day care center, and they ride with me for the longest distance of my commute trip, can I answer “carpool” to this question?

A: No, the CTR Law does not count driving children to day care as a carpool.  You should answer “carpool” only if at least two or more people, age 16 or older, travel together for their trip to work.

Q: The non-motorized mode I use to get to work is not listed, should I select “Other”?

A: No.  You should answer either “Bicycled” or “Walked” for commute modes that are non-motorized, including: Kayaking, Roller-blading, Skateboarding, Canoeing.  You can then write in the specific mode in the line provided next to “Other”.

Q4b. “If you are in a carpool or vanpool, or if you ride a motorcycle, how many people (age 16 or older) are usually in the vehicle, including yourself?”

Q: If my carpool has three people in it for part of the trip and two people for the rest of the trip, how should I answer this question?

A: Select the answer that corresponds to the number of people in your carpool or vanpool during the longest distance of your commute trip; remember to base your answer on your morning commute trip.

Q: If the number of people in my carpool varied from day to day last week, how should I answer this question?

A: Select the answer that corresponds to the average number of people in your carpool during your morning commute trip.

Q5. “Which of the following most fits your normal work schedule?”

Q: If my schedule varies from week to week or pay period to pay period, how should I answer?

A:You should select the schedule that most closely resembles your normal work schedule. (e.g.: 5 days on / 4 days off ( 4 days a week (average); 7 days on / 7 days off ( 7 days in 2 weeks)

Q6a. “On average, do you telecommute at least one day in two weeks?”

Q: I frequently make sales calls first thing in the morning and drive straight to my first appointment from home; my appointments usually are at locations less than one-half the distance of my regular commute, how should I answer this question?

A: You should answer “no” to this question.  Salespeople who travel are not considered “telecommuters”.

Q7c.  “One way, how many miles do you commute from home TO your usual work location?”

Q: I make sales calls a few mornings each week but my destination and distance varies those days, how should I answer this question?


A: Answer with the distance from your home to your worksite.

PLEASE NOTE:

Question 12 is different from all other questions on the CTR survey in that they ask about transit (either bus or rail) trips made to and from work as well as to and from other destinations.
Q12. “Last week, how many one-way transit rides did you take on each transit service listed below?”
Q: I work in downtown Seattle and use the Free-Ride zone frequently throughout the workweek, making several one-way trips, how should I answer 12?

A: Do not count any trip that is completely within the Free-Ride zone.  Count only the trips that originate or end outside the Free-Ride zone.
