King County’s Adopt-A-
Road Program began in
1991. Since then, more
than 250 volunteer groups &
have cleaned hundreds of
miles of roadway, keeping
thousands of bags of litter
off county roads. You, too,
can help make King County
a better place to live.

How it works

The Adopt-A-Road
Program is a litter-reduction
campaign designed to
remove litter debris from
county roads and improve
the quality of the environment.

The program establishes a partnership between

volunteer groups and the county’s Road Services °
Division. The county provides guidance and
equipment to foster safe and effective cleanups

and the volunteers do the work of gathering the
litter along designated neighborhood roads. County
maintenance crews follow-up by picking up and
disposing the collected trash.

Volunteer groups apply to “adopt” a two mile stretch
of road. Selected groups then commit to cleaning -
two miles of road, twice a year for two years.
