Environmental Construction Services to Cities 
PROPOSAL

King County proposes to provide a menu of environmental construction services to cities.  Interested cities can select the construction services they want and contract with the county as needed to meet their work program objectives. The county can provide a city with a comprehensive Environmental Construction Support program, or can offer tailored services to supplement a city’s existing environmental program. 
King County’s Road Services Division, Roads Maintenance Section has 12 employees specially trained in cultural resources regulatory compliance, environmental oversight of road construction and habitat restoration projects, critical area delineation, and designing and installing mitigation such as plantings, in-stream habitat, and fish passage structures. Staff are also experienced in working with regulators to solve any problems encountered during construction. In addition, the County has special permits and equipment for moving fish and other wildlife out of construction areas. Staff are experienced in techniques for construction of temporary stream bypass facilities. Staff and equipment resources will be made available as needed for these important service to cities. 
Contracting with the County for these services will give cities the flexibility to meet their environmental construction needs without having to outlay funds for equipment purchases or hire employees to perform these functions. County and city staff can work together to assemble the best environmental program for that city or for individual construction sites. County staff are available year-round to provide these services.
Environmental Construction Support
	Description
	Provide environmental support to implement projects and reduce impacts to cultural resources, fish, and wildlife.

	Of Special Note
	· The county’s permits allow removal of fish and wildlife out of work areas utilizing specialized equipment
· May be able to reduce regulatory review and costs by identifying potential problems and solutions during the initial phases of the project
· Staff are trained in cultural resources regulatory compliance and field observation.
· Plan review and contractor oversight to make sure that projects follow permit conditions and reduce project impacts may also reduce costs and prevent delays in project implementation

	Recommended Frequency
	Whenever work requires a Hydraulic Project Approval (HPA), when work is in a critical area or its buffer, or when work disturbs soil outside or under current road fill.

	Crew
	One Environmental Scientist III for review and project support. One Environmental Scientist III and one Environmental Scientist II for fish exclusion (depending on the stream size and condition)

	Equipment
	One pickup truck (1/2 ton);  electrofisher, nets

	Measured In
	Costs shown below are for a typical 200 foot section of stream channel

	Average Daily Accomplishment
	Varies depending on project type, stream type, and amount of review required

	Unit Cost
	$110 (project support) - $204 (fish exclusion)

	Total Daily Cost
	$880 (project support) - $1,635 (fish exclusion)
