General Environmental Services to Cities 
PROPOSAL

King County proposes to provide a menu of environmental services to cities.  Interested cities can select the environmental services they want and contract with the county as needed to meet their work program objectives. Specifically, the county can provide a city with environmental services to help document compliance with the Regional Road Maintenance ESA 4(d) Program Guidelines. This can include contracting with the County to complete and track  4(d) checklists, document Best Management Practices (BMP) use, case studies, and/or BMP training. 
King County can also provide the monitoring and reports required for project mitigation including plantings and habitat features or documenting project success through biological monitoring (macro-invertebrate or fish and wildlife). This will avoid costly slow downs and/or other potential impacts for non-compliance. Contracting for this service from the county could reduce a city’s need to hire employees to perform these functions and could reduce costs due to the efficiencies the county has developed over time. County and city staff work together to assemble the best environmental general support program for each interested city. County staff are available year-round to provide these services.

	Depends on programs or road maintenance work that needs to get done and what sensitive areas are involved

	One Environmental Engineer III or Site Development Specialist II for review, program development, training and project support. One Environmental Scientist III for BMP case studies or monitoring. 
One Information Technology Specialist for technological support

	Equipment
	One Pickup Truck (1/2 ton), computer, phone

	Measured In
	Permits obtained, projects ready to build, number of permits applied for, or mitigation reports produced

	Cost
	Varies depending on project type and amount of review and preparation required. The county will provide a cost estimate for approval prior to beginning work. The cost estimate will be specific to a city’s requested scope of work.
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
