NPDES Services to Cities 
PROPOSAL

King County proposes to provide a menu of National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) compliance services to cities.   Interested cities can select the NPDES services they want and contract with the county as needed to meet their work program objectives.  The county can provide a city with a comprehensive NPDES program, or can offer tailored services to supplement a city’s existing NPDES compliance program.  
King County’s Road Services Division, Roads Maintenance Section, has 12 employees specially trained in surface water, groundwater and soil sampling; data management and analysis; and developing sample and quality assurance plans. Staff have expertise in training crews in spill response, the handling of hazardous waste, and NPDES compliance. Staff have developed and written Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plans (SWPPPs) and trained crews in their use.
As a Phase 1 NPDES permit holder, the county has specialized equipment and lab sampling services in place for ground and surface water sampling and soil sampling.  County staff have worked with NPDES regulators on compliance, and have developed a very good working relationship in accomplishing program objectives.
Contracting with the county for these services will give cities flexibility to meet their NPDES requirements without having to outlay funds for equipment purchases or hire employees to perform these functions.  This can avoid costly slow downs and/or potential fines for non-compliance.  County and city staff can work together to assemble the best environmental NPDES program for an interested city. County staff are available year-round to provide these services.

	Provide environmental support to comply with NPDES sampling, testing, Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plans, and other permit requirements.

	Of Special Note
	· The county has long experience and specialized equipment for sampling groundwater and soils to comply with NPDES requirements
· The county may be able to assist cities in reducing regulatory review and costs by identifying potential problems and solutions during the initial phases of the project
· County staff currently sample at numerous locations throughout the county so adding sampling locations within city boundaries would add minimal costs

· County equipment is sophisticated with enhanced capabilities, which may reduce some lab costs
· Current training programs may be modified to meet other jurisdictions’ needs to reduce development costs (SWPPPs, spill response, hazardous and orphaned waste) 

	Recommended Frequency
	Depends on specific permit requirements (daily, monthly, or quarterly)

	Crew
	One Environmental Scientist III for review, training, report writing, and project support.  One Environmental Engineer I and one Environmental Scientist II for sampling depending on type of testing needed – groundwater or soils.

	Equipment
	One pickup truck (1/2 ton);  YSI, Hach, Isco, Photovac, or TD 500 field meters; PetroFLAG®

	Measured In
	· SWPPPs and general NPDES compliance plan development

· Quarterly sampling and reporting requirements
· Training programs

· Spill, hazardous and orphan waste response

	Varies depending on project type and amount of review required



	Cost
	Varies depending on project type and amount of review required. The county will provide a cost estimate for approval prior to beginning work. The cost estimate will be specific to a city’s requested scope of work.
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
