Stream Restoration Services to Cities 
PROPOSAL

King County proposes to provide a menu of stream restoration services to cities. Interested cities can select the stream restoration services they want and contract with the County as needed to meet their work program objectives. The County can provide a city with a comprehensive stream restoration program, or can offer tailored stream restoration services to supplement a city’s existing stream restoration program. King County’s Road Services Division, Road Maintenance Section has over 200 employees and a large equipment inventory. Staff and equipment resources will be made available as needed for this important service to cities.
Some of the stream restoration services that can be provided to cities include the following:

· reconstructing stream channels

· sometimes moving the stream to its historic channel

· sometimes keeping the stream channel in place

· adding woody debris and rock for habitat, hydrologic benefits and bank stabilization purposes

· placing streambed gravel

· repairing storm damage

· preventing stream bank erosion

· providing fish passage

· building or restoring wetland areas
Contracting with the County for these services would give cities the flexibility to meet their stream restoration objectives without having to outlay funds for equipment purchases or hire employees to perform these functions. County and city staff can work together to assemble the best stream restoration program for that city. Roads Maintenance staff will be happy to provide estimates for stream restoration projects so cities can evaluate their options for completing their needed work. Most stream restoration projects are completed within the fish window during the summer months.
Stream Restoration Services
	Description
	Stream restoration services to include: reconstructing stream channels; adding woody debris and rock for habitat, hydrologic benefits and bank stabilization purposes; placing streambed gravel; repairing storm damage; preventing erosion; providing fish passage; and building or restoring wetland areas.

	Of Special Note
	· The County’s stream restoration crews are very experienced and can work with city staff to ensure a project is built successfully
· County crews have experience with environmental issues regarding stream restoration projects and will work with the city to ensure all environmental requirements are met

· County crews have access to equipment, materials and other resources that may be more difficult for a city working independently to secure
· County staff will be happy to provide cost estimates for stream restoration projects so cities can evaluate their best course of action

	Stream restoration projects are typically one time only projects.

	Varies, depending on design, size and complexity of the job. King County bills cities for actual costs only – labor, equipment, and materials.
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
