Revenue Contributions Other Sources

The Updated Moving to Solutions proposal includes assumptions of revenue from sources other than the RTID.  These sources included State Nickel funds, Congressional Earmarks, Federal funding programmed through the Puget Sound Regional Council, Sound Transit, Local and Toll revenue.

In identifying the amount of revenue that these other sources would contribute to the projects the King County Department of Transportation reviewed available data to determine a reasonable level of funding that could be assumed from each of these sources without additional tax increases.

State Nickel funds

The funding identified in this column are the amounts approved by the 2003 State Legislature for specific projects as part of the passage of the 5-cent gas tax increase.

Congressional Earmarks

Local jurisdictions and WSDOT in the three-county area (King, Pierce and Snohomish) over the last 7 years have received over $180 million in earmarks.  Projects in King County alone have been awarded $75 million and have shared in another $30 million in joint projects within the three-counties. This funding was included as either a high priority projects when the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century was authorized or through the annual transportation appropriation process.

In additional to the funding for local jurisdictions and WSDOT a new full funding grant agreement for Sound Transit’s North Link project and funding from the Core of Engineers to Alaskan Way Viaduct project are assumed.

Federal Funding (via the Puget Sound Regional Council)
The Puget Sound Regional Council over the last 7 years through its Regional and Countywide funding programs have awarded over $300 million of federal funding.  A review of the projects awarded funding reveals that over $140 million has gone towards the types of projects that are included in the Updated Moving to Solutions proposal.    Examples of the projects that have received funding from these programs in King County included: SR-520, SR-509, I-405, Aurora Avenue, Sounder Commuter Rail, SR-167, and Alaskan Way Viaduct.

Sound Transit

Sound Transit contribution assumptions are based on revenue forecasts included in Sound Move and the extension of existing taxes.

Local/Other

Local agencies contributions assumptions are based on  the requirement for projects that are not on Highways of Statewide Significance (HSS) facilities to provide 33% match and ongoing support for priority projects by local jurisdictions.

Tolls

Toll revenue assumptions are based on forecasted usage of toll faculties and forecasted revenue generated by usage of High Occupancy Toll lanes on I-405 and SR-520.
