Section VI  - Countywide Project Evaluation Criteria

· Non-Motorized Program
A total of $6.61 million is available in King County for non-motorized projects.  The policy intent is the support the development of centers, as identified in local jurisdictional comprehensive plans and transit agency plans.  Project sponsors are required to select the category that best fits their project and meet the criteria identified in Section 6 of this Project Submittal Guide.

For Projects in Centers -- 30 points total

Provide a clear description of the project and describe how it will help the urban center to develop in a manner consistent with your jurisdiction's comprehensive or transportation plan.  Answer each of the following questions:

1. Urban Center Environment -- 10 points

· Describe how the project will advance or support non-motorized modes within the center.
· Describe how the project or program will support the potential for increased housing/employment densities in the center
· Describe how the project furthers the objectives and aims of existing adopted policies and plans for the center.  

2. Project's Impact on Urban Center -- 10 points

· Does the project remedy a current or anticipated problem?  Please describe.

· Describe the user groups who will benefit from this project (residents, employees, students, customers, tourists, etc.) and how it provides users with non-motorized option for travel.

· Describe how the project or program will improve: (address each relevant area)

· Bicycle facilities

· Walkability

· Public transit access

· Safety and security

· Landscape and/or streetscape improvements

3. Circulation and Safety within the Center -- 10 points

· Describe how the project improves access to major destinations or circulation within the center (home/work/school/other).

· Describe how the project or program completes a physical gap or provides an essential link in the non-motorized transportation network.

· Describe how the project improves safety or resolves an existing safety problem.
For Connecting Corridors Projects -- 30 points total

Provide a clear description of the project and describe how it will help the urban center to develop in a manner consistent with your jurisdiction's comprehensive plan or transportation plan.  Answer each of the following questions:

1. Benefit to Center -- 10 points

· Describe how the project provides users traveling to the center(s) with non-motorized options for travel.

· Describe how the project furthers the objectives and aims of existing, adopted policies and plans for the center(s).  

· Describe how this project will benefit or support the development of the center(s).  Does it support multiple centers?

2. System Continuity, Circulation and Safety -- 10 points

· Describe how this project or program provides a "logical segment" that links to a center

· Describe how the project fills in a missing link or removes barriers to a center, and how it fits in with the larger non-motorized transportation network

· Describe how the project improves safety or resolves an existing safety problem.

3. Sustainability -- 10 points

· How does this project or program support a long-term strategy to maximize the efficiency of the corridor?  Describe the problem and how this project will remedy it.

· Describe the user groups who will benefit from this project over time (residents, employees, students, customers, tourists, etc.)

For All Projects -- 30 points total

1. Project Readiness -- 15 points

· Can the funds be obligated by October 2007?

· Is the project or program dependant on other funding or another major capital project?

· Are local matching funds available?  If so, what percent of the total project?

· Will this funding complete the project?  Will it complete a project phase?

· Design--has any design been completed (schematic, 30%, 60%, etc)?  

2. Joint Opportunities -- 5 points

· Does this project or program provide the opportunity to leverage a high amount of other funding?

· Is this an important opportunity--if we fund this project or program now, what other benefits will result?  Will an opportunity be missed if the project remains unfunded in 2008-10?

3. Planning -- 5 points

· Has the project been developed through a collaborative and inclusive planning process?  Please describe.  (If not, please describe how developed.)

· Is this project or program specifically identified in a local plan, transit plan, regional plan, etc?  

4. Mode Shift, Potential Use -- 10 points

· Describe how the project eliminates trips, induces a mode shift and/or improves traffic flow.

· Discuss the potential for non-motorized use.  For example, using count data of an existing facility (please document) what is the anticipated use of the project being proposed (more, less and why)
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
