The project will extend 5th and 6th Avenues SW between SW 150th Street and SW 152nd Street, SW 151st Street between 4th SW and 6th SW, and construct half-street improvements on SW 150th Street between 4th SW and 6th Avenues SW. Also, the project will add two new traffic signals on 6th SW at the intersections of SW 150th Street and SW 152nd Street, and will provide non-motorized (bicycle) facilities on SW 150th Street and 6th Avenue SW, ADA compliant sidewalks, pedestrian-scale street lights, signal coordination and prioritization, landscaping and other urban design amenities. The project is necessary to support the City's Town Square mixed-use redevelopment project in the downtown core, maintain traffic concurrency and provide a multi-modal connection to the adjacent 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor and Burien Transit Center.

The Burien Town Square project is the highest priority project for the City, intended to redevelop downtown Burien and create a sense of community place and vitality by constructing mixed-use, transit-oriented housing and businesses. The Town Square project is the result of a collaborative process that began in 1997, involving the community, adjacent property owners, downtown businesses, a private developer, King County METRO and the King County Library System. Scheduled to begin construction in 2006/2007, the Town Square project will add over 310 residential units, 40,000 SF of retail space, a 1.5-acre central park, and a 55,000 SF King County Regional Library and City Hall in the downtown core. 

The Street Grid project is a critical element of the total Town Square project. Specifically, the project will provide a new street grid that will that will frame the mixed-use development, providing a sense of place and character, enhance circulation and maintain traffic concurrency in the downtown area, and provide multi-modal access to the adjacent Transit Center. To this end, the project meets the Countywide Project Evaluation Criteria as follows:

1. 
Urban Center Environment

a)
The project will advance and support non-motorized modes within the center by constructing 1,200 feet of new Class 3 bicycle facilities, 5,000 feet of new pedestrian-friendly sidewalks, and 1,000 feet of reconstructed sidewalks in the downtown core. These new non-motorized facilities will directly link to the Burien Transit Center and other bicycle routes within and outside the urban center, including the adjacent 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor (BUR-9) and the Ambaum Boulevard and SW/S 156th Street Pedestrian Enhancement projects (BU- 8). The construction of these new facilities will implement high priority, non-motorized facilities established in the City’s adopted Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities Plan.

b)
The project will support the increase of housing/employment densities in the center providing new street grid system, signal improvements and non-motorized facilities necessary to maintain transportation concurrency in the downtown core to 2030 and beyond. Specifically, the project is directly support the Burien Town Square project, which will add over 40,000 square feet of commercial retail space, a minimum of 307 residential units, a 54,500 square foot King County Regional Library and Burien City Hall facility, and a 1.5-acre Central Public Park. Indirectly, the new facilities will support proposed Transit Oriented Development at the adjacent King County Park & Ride Lot/Burien Transit Center, and redevelopment on the adjacent large blocks in the downtown core (see attached map).

c)
The project furthers the objectives and aims of existing adopted policies and plans by:

•
Directly supporting specific new projects identified in the Comprehensive Plan and 2006 Adopted Budget, e.g., Town Square Acquisition and Development, Town Square Open Space, Town Square 4th Avenue SW Street Improvements, and City Hall (Burien Comprehensive Plan, Page 3-27).

•
Replacing the existing suburban superblocks with an urban street grid needed to support high-density development and employment in the downtown core (City of Burien Comprehensive Plan Streetscape Policies SC 1.1, SC 1.6, and SC 1.16)

•
Creating a dynamic central core that promotes a convenient transportation system (Burien Comprehensive Plan Economic Development Policies ED.3 and ED.5).

•
Maintaining traffic concurrency in urban center in accordance with the adopted level of service standard (LOS D) (City of Burien Comprehensive Plan Transportation Policies TR 1.1.1 through TR 1.1.7).

•
Reducing reliance on automobiles by enhancing non-motorized and transit access, offering transportation options to relieve congestion and creating strong pedestrian linkages in the downtown core to the Burien Transit Center (Burien Comprehensive Plan Transportation Policies TR 1.1.4, TR 1.1.5, TR 4.2, TR 4.3, MM 3.3, MM 3.6, MM 3.9, MM 3.10, and TR 7.1.1) 

•
Making downtown Burien a convenient living environment and community focal point and center through the addition of pedestrian- and bicycle-friendly roadways (Burien Comprehensive Plan Business Policy BU 1.5)
•
Supporting transit-oriented development in the urban center and reducing reliance on automobiles. The new non-motorized facilities will enhance pedestrian and bicycle connections to the adjacent Burien Transit Center (Burien Comprehensive Plan Land Use Policies LU 1.4, 1.5, and 1.11).

•
Enhancing the character and viability of downtown Burien and reinforcing it as the focal point for the community by providing a pedestrian-oriented streetscape (Burien Comprehensive Plan Downtown Policies DB.1, DB 1.1, DB 1.2, DB 1.4, and DB 1.8, DB 1.14, DB 1.15, DB 1.16, DB 1.17, DB 1.18 and DB 1.20).

2.
 Project's Impact on Urban Center 

a)
The project remedies current and anticipated problems in the downtown core as follows:

•
Presently, no internal street system exists in the Town Square project area. The area is currently characterized by large suburban blocks and surface parking. Without the establishment of a grid street, access to the Town Square project and transportation concurrency in the downtown area cannot be maintained. Specifically, the intersections at 6th Avenue SW/SW 150th Street, 6th Avenue SW/SW 152nd Street, 4th Avenue SW/SW 150th Street and 4th Avenue SW/SW 153rd Street will fall below the adopted Burien standard, LOS "D" by 2030. The establishment of the grid system and corresponding street and signal improvements will ensure that transportation concurrency is maintained for more than 30 years. 

•
The downtown area is characterized by the lack of sidewalks and bicycle facilities. The project will provide non-motorized facilities that will extend the sidewalk and bicycle system and complete missing gaps. 

•
Currently, there are no bicycle facilities in the Burien Urban Center. The project will provide 1,200 feet of new Class 3 bicycle facilities in the downtown core. These new facilities will connect with 4th Avenue SW, the City’s principal pedestrian and bicycle north/south corridor, and link the project area to the Burien Transit Center.

•
Safety Issues with Lack of Defined, Connected Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities. Currently, walkers and bikers must navigate large surface parking lots within the Town Square project area. This creates direct conflicts between vehicles and pedestrians/bicyclists, especially because many of the parking lots are used as informal "cut-throughs" for motorized traffic. There is no accident information for these parking lots, as many of them are privately owned. The implementation of this project would remove the safety issues related to vehicle and pedestrian/bicyclist conflicts by providing defined, separated walking and biking routes.

b)
The following user groups will benefit from this project:

•
Residents, employees, shoppers, commuters and people seeking government services by providing multi-modal transportation facilities that provide circulation in the downtown area and connection to the Burien Transit Center.

•
Populations identified in the President's Order for Environmental Justice. Per the President's Order for Environmental Justice, negative impacts to minority populations and low-income populations should be avoided. This project benefits minority populations and low-income populations because it connects existing high-density residential areas immediately south of downtown, with high percentages of minority and low-income populations, to the Burien Transit Center and other areas of downtown Burien. 

•
People with disabilities, as all pedestrian facilities will be developed consistent with ADA standards.

c)
The project will improve:

•
Bicycle facilities by constructing 1,200 feet of new Class 3 bicycle facilities.

•
Walkability by extending the sidewalk system and completing missing gaps. The project will construct 5,000 feet of new pedestrian-friendly sidewalks and 1,000 feet of reconstructed sidewalks in the downtown core. The sidewalks will be ADA compliant and provide pedestrian amenities, e.g. public art, benches and pedestrian-scale street lights.

•
Public access to transit by adding new sidewalks and bicycle facilities and completing missing gaps that interconnect the Town Square project to the adjacent Burien Transit Center and 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor.

•
Safety and security by providing connected, defined walkways and bicycle facilities that will lessen the likelihood of pedestrian/vehicle or bicycle/vehicle conflicts; parking and landscaped areas to separate pedestrians from vehicular traffic; pedestrian-scale street lights to enhance visibility; and, for the blind and partially sighted, audible signals at controlled street crossings.

•
Landscape and streetscape by providing street trees, planting areas, pedestrian-scale street lights that will be irrigated for hanging flower baskets, benches, waste receptacles, decorative signage, and other urban design amenities.

 Circulation within the Center 

a)
The project will establish a street grid system in the downtown core that will add capacity, maintain traffic concurrency to 2030 and beyond, improve traffic operations by interconnecting traffic signals and providing transit priority. As a result, the project will significantly improve access to multiple major destinations, and circulation within the center to the following facilities and activities: Burien Transit Center and related TOD development, Burien City Hall, King County Regional Library, a new hotel/conference center, downtown commercial retail, high density residential development in the downtown area, Burien Post Office, and a central public park. 

b)
The existing Town Square project area is characterized by large block suburban developments with expansive parking lots and no non-motorized facilities. The project will establish a street grid system and urban block structure that will add 1,200 feet of new Class 3 bicycle facilities, 5,000 feet of new pedestrian-friendly sidewalks, and 1,000 feet of reconstructed sidewalks in the downtown core. These new facilities will connect with the 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor and Burien Transit Center project, which will begin construction in 2006/2007. The construction of these facilities will implement specific high-priority projects in the downtown area established in the City’s adopted Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities Plan.

c)
The project improves safety by providing left-turn pockets at two new signalized intersections on 6th Avenue SW at SW 150th and SW 152nd Street; a center turn lane on SW 150th Street between 4th and 6th Avenues SW, providing traffic calming, e.g. raised crosswalks; constructing new ADA-compliant sidewalks and completing missing gaps; installing audible signals at controlled street crossings to assist the blind and partially sighted; separating pedestrians from vehicles by proving parking and landscape buffers; establishing designated Class 3 bicycle facilities in the downtown area; and providing street lighting to increase visibility.

The Burien Town Square Street Grid project will work to eliminate vehicle trips and reduce vehicle miles traveled (VMT) by providing alternative modes of transportation (bicycle, pedestrian, improved access to transit) and substantially reduce congestion by improving the signal system and constructing a multi-modal street grid network. The air quality benefits are anticipated to occur immediately after construction (April 2008). Specifically, the Burien Town Square Street Grid project will reduce air emissions and improve air quality by:

1.
Reducing existing and future congestion within the Burien Urban Center by adding new roadway capacity (restoring a small block grid system for an 8-block portion of the downtown area), two new interconnected traffic signals, and turn lanes and pockets at congested intersections. The City adopted LOS standard is LOS “D” or better in the Urban Center. Without the proposed project improvements, the projected trips (18,000 on new streets) would be funneled onto existing streets resulting in the average LOS falling below adopted standard and increased delay and air emissions as vehicles idle at intersections. With the project, the LOS is projected to improve from the current LOS “D-F” at existing congested intersections (i.e. 4th Avenue SW and SW 152nd Street; 2nd Avenue SW and SW 148th Street) to LOS “A-B” and remain concurrent beyond the design year 2030.

2.
Supporting the development of transit-oriented mixed-use commercial retail and multi-family housing adjacent to the Burien Transit Center. Existing permitted development of more than 307 multi-family units, 40,000 square feet of commercial retail and 54,500 square feet of government/library space is scheduled for construction in 2007 within the Town Square project limits. More than 600 multi-family and 30,000 square feet of development is anticipated to occur on land adjacent to the Town Square development. The project will support this new development. The improvement in access and convenience of the pedestrian, bicycle and transit system will induce a mode shift away from single occupant vehicles (SOVs). The project will serve several populations, including commuters, residents, employees, visitors, and various demographic groups, including those identified in the President's Order for Environmental Justice (please see response 11.2.b). The project will serve these populations immediately after construction, which is scheduled to begin in June 2007 and be substantially complete in April 2008.

3.
Providing improved signal coordination through an interconnect system will reduce corridor delay. The new signal improvements will provide for transit priority that will reduce transit delay and improve service in the downtown Burien area.

4.
Constructing 1,200 feet of new bicycle facilities that will connect to the Burien Transit Center and other bicycle routes within and outside the City. The addition of bicycle facilities offers alternatives to motorized vehicle trips. The new bicycle facilities will connect to 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor Project (BUR-9), a shared-use, pedestrian and bicycle facility that provides a central north/south link through Burien Urban Center.

5.
Constructing 5,000 feet of pedestrian-friendly new sidewalks and 1,000 feet of reconstructed sidewalks fronting new retail, government and dense residential development. The new ADA-compliant sidewalk improvements will provide pedestrian lighting and other amenities that will encourage users to walk rather than drive. These sidewalks will connect to other significant non-motorized facilities in the downtown core, including sidewalks on 152nd Street, 153rd Street, and 150th Street and the 4th Avenue SW Transit Corridor.

The Burien Town Square Street Grid project will directly support the City's Town Square redevelopment project, as well as King County Metro’s Burien Transit Center/TOD project, and the King County Regional Library System's new regional library project. These projects are critical to the revitalization of the Burien Urban Center. All of these projects are fully funded and scheduled to begin construction in 2006/2007. Please see the attachments for additional information about the Town Square redevelopment project.
2006 King Countywide STP/CMAQ Competition is critical to obtaining the final funding needed to construct the street system needed to support the above projects.  Without this funding, the Town Square project cannot occur.
