Since the mid-1980’s, the City of Renton has been working toward making a continuous trail connection from the Lake Washington Trail Gene Coulon Memorial Beach Park on Lake Washington to the Cedar River Trail, as part of a more regional trail connection.  This project will complete the missing link.  It will construct 2,610 lineal feet of a 12-foot wide land and over-water trail to the Cedar River Trail, extending the trail system for a continuous 12 miles to the City of Maple Valley.  Long-term plans by others extend the trail to Snoqualmie (and other regional trail systems) for a total of 22 miles.

In addition, completing this connection provides a continuous trail connection along Lake Washington through Newcastle to Bellevue to the northeast, and to Seattle around the southwest end of Lake Washington, as part of the regional Lake Washington Loop Trail system.  Finally, this connection is part of the National Park Service’s Lakes-to-Locks Water Trail system connecting Lake Washington to Puget Sound via Lake Union and the Ballard Locks.

The major components of the Trail Connection project are land and over-water trail connections, signage for trail users, habitat enhancement, and environmental education opportunities.  The Concept Plan is complete and includes input from federal, state, county and local regulatory agencies.  Easement agreements are being finalized with The Boeing Company and the Southport developer, as is a lease agreement with the Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  Design will start in July 2006.  Construction funds will be obligated in June 2007 and the project completed September 2008.

GOAL  

The primary goal of the grant project is to construct the missing regional trail link to complete the non-motorized transportation corridor between the Cedar River Trail and the Lake Washington Trail and improve access to multiple centers.  Already overcrowded surface transportation facilities will be further impacted by projected population growth in Renton and the greater Puget Sound region.   Completing missing links in pedestrian facilities infrastructure demonstrates a commitment to promoting non-motorized methods of traveling and commuting.  

The major components of the Trail Connection project are land and over-water trail connections, habitat enhancement, environmental education opportunities, and signage.  The Concept Plan for this connection is complete and input from federal, state, county and local regulatory agencies has been incorporated into the Concept Plan.  The City is currently in negotiations to finalize easement agreements with The Boeing Company and Southport developer, and a lease agreement with the Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  Design will start in July 2006 and be completed in March 2007.  The estimated construction timeframe is 2007/2008. 

CENTER BENEFITS

Eliminating the gap in the Lake Washington Trail corridor directly benefits multiple centers including Renton’s Urban Center Downtown and Urban Center North.  The project also peripherally benefits Renton’s Northeast Fourth Corridor Business District, an active commercial area to the east of the project with 9.5 acres of potential annexations further east and south.

The project furthers the Renton Comprehensive Plan objectives and supports development of centers:  The Urban Center North is changing the use of 280 developable acres of land from 60 years of heavy industrial airplane manufacturing and associated parking for The Boeing Company, to an expanded urban center responding to regional needs and future annexations within the Urban Growth Boundary.  The potential annexation area to the east of Renton encompasses 9,500 acres.  The north Renton development will include 30 acres of roads or 1.7 centerline miles, which will be open to traffic in September 2007.

TRAVEL MODES AND MULTIPLE USER GROUPS

The project connects multiple bicycle and pedestrian trails to transit centers, thereby improving non-motorized travel throughout the greater Puget Sound Region and the City of Renton.  It provides a critical pedestrian corridor linking three trails to the Burnett Trail, providing a safer, shorter route leading directly to the Renton Downtown Transit Center and through the Urban Center Downtown Core to the Renton Park & Ride.

It provides a missing transportation link between two regional land trails, one regional water trail, and one local land trail.  The project is a link in the loop trail system around Lake Washington, and will serve as a critical non-motorized transportation connection for regional trail users, the City of Renton residents, and the business community (see Attachment D, Master Plan).

This connection is part of the National Park Service’s Lake-to-Locks Water Trail system, connecting Lake Washington to Puget Sound via Lake Union and the Ballard Locks, allowing hand-carried boat access.  Major regional trails terminate at each end of the project site.  The three trails are the Cedar River Trail (west end), the Lake Washington Trail (east end), and the Lake Washington Water Trail (Lake-to-Locks) which surround the Urban Center North.  The regional trails will be connected to the local Burnett Trail.

King County Metro Transit routes 110, 167, 240, 247, 342, 560, 564, or 565 all provide service to within ½ mile from the project site, stopping near the intersection of Garden Avenue North (Lake Washington Blvd.) and Park Ave. N.  The Renton Transit Center is approximately two miles from the project site.  The Boeing Company has an employee only park-and-ride near Park Ave. N and Lake Washington Blvd.

A Burlington Northern Santa Fe railroad branch track provides freight rail access to Boeing in the vicinity.  This trail connection will provide an alternate non-motorized route that will eliminate a potential modal conflict.  The freight train, loaded with Boeing airplane fuselages, goes north to Coulon Park.  The tracks are then switched to allow the train to back up for unloading.  The potential conflict is on Lake Washington Blvd. near the Southport entrance.

LOGICAL SEGMENTS – MISSING LINKS

Constructing this project will create the missing pedestrian/bicycle link on the north side of the Boeing property that will link the entire South Lake Washington community in a safe and environmentally sensitive way.  Currently, residents at Southport, plus trail users at Gene Coulon Park, Cedar River Park, Lake Washington Trail, and Cedar River Trail do not have a pedestrian connection across The Boeing Company property.  Existing mixed-use (bicycle and pedestrian) trail facilities in the vicinity of the site area include the Garden/8th/Houser Trail, Airport Perimeter Road Trail, and the future extension of the Burnett Trail.

EFFECTIVE TRAVEL FLOWS – FILLING MISSING LINKS AND REMOVING BARRIERS

Sixty thousand people currently utilize the Cedar River Trail.  Over 1.5 million people annually visit Gene Coulon Park, the current terminus of the Lake Washington Trail.  The 2030 population forecast for the downtown Renton Urban Center is 11,451 people.  Future land use for the property adjacent to the site ranges from no change in current industrial land use to full redevelopment of the site.  This includes the addition of mid- to high-rise office space, residential mixed use, and new town center development.  Depending on the level of development, by 2030 there will be greater demands on transportation infrastructure, including the need for non-motorized trails for commuting.

Currently, there is no alternate surface transportation route along the shoreline adjacent to The Boeing Company property.  There is no non-motorized trail connection for the Kennydale and Highlands neighborhoods to the Cedar River Trail.  At the trail’s eastern edge, access to the trail will be granted from Gene Coulon Park.  From I-405, Lake Washington Blvd. and NE Park Dr. provide access to Gene Coulon Park.  On the western boundary of the trail segment, the project may be accessed from Riverside Dr. where it connects to the Cedar River Trail.  The City of Renton’s Cedar River Boathouse is located at the lakeshore end of Riverside Dr. and the western terminus of the project.

An over-water walkway is the only viable design solution for bypassing The Boeing Company facility.  The unique site and circumstances of this project require a special design.  This project will remove a barrier to safe and continuous travel.

LONG-TERM SUSTAINABLE SOLUTIONS

Since the mid-1980’s, the City of Renton has been working toward making this continuous regional trail connection.  Completing this missing link extends the trail system for a continuous 12 miles to the City of Maple Valley.  Long-term plans by others extend the trail to Snoqualmie (and other regional trail systems) for a total of 22 miles.  In addition, completing this connection provides a continuous trail connection along Lake Washington through the City of Newcastle to the City of Bellevue to the northeast and to the City of Seattle around the southwest end of Lake Washington, as part of the regional Lake Washington Loop Trail system.

Future development of the Boeing property requires additional surface transportation infrastructure, which will ultimately provide more pedestrian access to the project.  Eventual plans for future development at Southport call for a pedestrian water taxi/ferry loading facility along the trail at the north end of the Southport Walk.

This project is not tied to any other private or publicly funded project.  There are no commitments or conditions or timing issues.  Other projects which may benefit from the construction of the trail are developments which may occur on former Boeing Company property (commonly referred to as Lakeshore Landing), the Southport development, and any other developments in the Renton Urban Center - North.

Opportunities may very well be lost if this project does not receive funds through this project competition.  Considerable time has been spent achieving cooperation from the numerous stakeholders.  Easement and lease agreements are being finalized.  Extending the construction schedule may impact these agreements.

This project has required extensive collaboration with stakeholders to satisfy diverse and sometimes competing interests, including environmental, security, transportation, and aesthetic requirements.  The design configuration resolves a complex array of concerns.  Input and recommendations received from stakeholders has been incorporated into the conceptual design of the Lake Washington Trail Connection (South Lake Connector).

Numerous meetings were held with individual stakeholders such as Boeing, the Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife (WSDFW), the US Department of Fish and Wildlife, the Department of Natural Resources (DNR), Puget Sound Energy (PSE), and SECO (Southport developer).  The City is working towards finalizing agreements for the easements required to implement this project.  The final conceptual design was approved by the City Council in March 2003.  The City and the design team also met with regulatory agencies to present the design and respond to concerns.

HOW PROJECT MEETS STATE, REGIONAL, AND LOCAL PLANNING OBJECTIVES

STATE
The WSDFW favors the project's shoreline restoration component, which includes removal of the sheet pile flume.  Restoration of the shoreline at this site will create critical rearing habitat for salmon adjacent to the Cedar River.  State transportation planning objectives, as noted in the Washington State Transportation Plan (WPT), include increasing the number of people walking and increasing the safety of pedestrians.  WSDOT's policies encourage creating new corridors for pedestrian transporation purposes.  

REGIONAL

Pedestrian trails do not contribute to air polluction or create traffic congestion.  Additionally, improved pedestrian connections create opportunities for healthy activities that promote physical activity, a Centers for Disease Control goal. The Puget Sound Regional Council transportation goals (VISION 2020 and Destination 2030, the adopted Metropolitan Transportation Plan) include creating more transportation options that preserve environmental quality and open space.  Pedestrian trails are important elements in these goals.  

LOCAL

This project will link the Cedar River Trail and the Lake Washington Trail within the growing downtown transportation corridor.  The City of Renton's Comprehensive Plan sets a park elements objective for creating a walkable community that provides non-motorized access throughout the City, connecting to regional trail systems, and maximizing pedestrian access to schools and mixed-use development.  (See Attachment H, City of Renton Comprehensive Plan.)  Many of the policies in this objective, especially Policies P-62 and P-66, discuss providing linkages with surrounding communities within major regional corridors.

The project complies with the City's Shoreline Management policies by providing public access to shoreline areas and is a critical component of the City of Renton Trails Master Plan (see Attachment F).

The development of this trail is a baseline land use assumption in the Boeing Renton Final Environmental Impact Statement.
