	Project Description:  (Be as clear and concise as possible)
In 2004, the City of SeaTac applied with a co-sponsor, the City of Des Moines, for a non-motorized grant to construct a joint project that would link the Des Moines Creek Trail to the Westside Trail. The cities were awarded $275,000 of the $1,000,000 that was originally requested. The amount granted was not sufficient to construct the joint project as originally described, and the cities requested that the original grant be split to allow the cities to build smaller segments of the project that were no longer linked. That request was approved, and SeaTac received $206,250 to design the portion of the Westside Trail described below. The City has executed Local Agency Agreement No. LA 6079 and a contract with Reid Middleton, Inc. for the design of the project. The design is currently 25% complete. Only construction funding is necessary to complete the project. In this application, SeaTac is requesting an additional $750,000. The current construction cost estimate for the project described below is approximately $1,500,000; therefore, SeaTac is commited to providing a 50% local match. In addition, SeaTac is committed to beginning design of the remainder of the Westside Trail (which had to be deleted due to that low award amount in 2004) within the next 5 years. The award of construction funding is critical to SeaTac's ability to complete this project successfully. 
The project began on January 20, 2004 when the City Council authorized the Westside Trail Corridor Study.  The Study was completed on September 14, 2004 when the City Council adopted the recommendations of the study. The Westside Trail project is included in the City of SeaTac's Comprehensive Development Plan.  The trail will be located from the existing southern terminus of the Westside Trail in North SeaTac Park, through Sunset Park, and then will parallel Des Moines Memorial Drive ending at S. 156th Street.  At this point, it will connect to the existing Burien bicycle lanes to the west and to the existing bike lanes on S. 156th Street to the east which were recently completed by the Port of Seattle. These connections will extend non-motorized access to the city centers of Burien and SeaTac, light rail and bus transit services, as well as SeaTac International Airport. Improvements will include a 10-foot paved trail, landscaping, drainage features, signing and striping, and where possible, the design will be coordinated with the recommendations of the Des Moines Memorial Drive Study for enhancements to the existing World War I Living Road of Rememberance Memorial. Enhancements may include planting memorial elm trees, interpretive elements, and memorial markers. The northern portion of the trail is within North SeaTac and Sunset Parks and the southern portion of the alignment borders the wetland enhancement area recently completed by the Port of Seattle, providing an appealing setting for the trail.
Currently, there are no trails or sidewalks on this corridor and pedestrians and bicyclists travel along or adjacent to the busy arterial of Des Moines Memorial Drive.  The proposed project will construct a bicyle and pedestrian trail that will provide connectivity to existing trails, parks, schools, businesses, employment centers, residential areas, a Sound Transit light rail station(currently under construction), transit busses, and Sea-Tac International Airport. This project is needed to provide connectivity and safe and direct access for pedestrians, bicyclists and other modes of personel nonmotorized transport to the above destinations.

The project  provides facilities for bicyclists and pedestrians; landscaping, including supplemental native and drought tolerant plants, to enhance the trail users experience, maintains separation from sensitive enviroments, and provides scenic beautification; preserving and enhancing the existing, historic, World War I Memorial; rehabilitating the existing World War I Memorial where possible by replanting some of the Memorial Elm trees that have been lost over the last ninety years, adding interpretive elements, or installing Memorial Markers; water polution will be mitigated by the development of low impact storm water quality features such as buffers, bioswales, and bioretention areas; vehicle caused wildlife mortality will be mitigated by providing non-motorized travel alternatives; and providing safe access to the educational features of the existing World War I Memorial including the Memorial Wall, markers, and signage.

The project will extend non-motorized connections to a wide range of travel modes including the Sound Transit Light Rail Station currently under construction at S. 154th Street and International Blvd., various Metro Transit bus stops/routes along the corridor, and Seattle Tacoma International Airport.  Metro Transit bus routes with stops on the alignment include MT 122, MT 132, and MT 140. The trail will pass through low to moderate density residential areas. The Port of Seattle participated in the feasibility study of this trail corridor and endorses the development of this non-motorized route. An endorsement letter is attached. This project will serve multiple user groups, including the groups listed in Section F: Planning of this application. Citizens who use the parks and recreational areas, and commuters who want an alternative means of travel to employment centers at the airport and its supporting facilities will benefit.  Visitors and commuters using dual mode (bus/bike and light rail/bike) forms of transportation will also use the facility.
 This phase of the Westside Trail will complete the gap between the existing shared use trail in North SeaTac Park and the existing bike lanes to the west and east on S. 156th Street. Completing this gap will connect the Duwamish Trail to the north with the Seahurst Park Trail to the west and to the bike lanes leading to the Sound Transit Light Rail Station to the east.  Once complete, it becomes part of a larger planned system that will serve employment and residential centers in South King County and connect to regional trails in Seattle and the greater regional trail system network. No new missing links or gaps will be created by the construction of this project. The City of SeaTac is also committed to a second and final phase which would complete the corridor within SeaTac and connect to the Des Moines Creek Trail in Des Moines Creek Park. SeaTac expects to begin work on the second phase within 5 years.
The project creates more effective and efficient travel flows along the corridor by filling a gap in the non-motorized system, and reducing the number of vehicle trips by providing an safe, alternate travel mode. Currently, limited options exist in the area for alternative transportation modes. Vehicular traffic volumes are high and a separated bicycle and pedestrian trail provides a safe, attactive, alternate mode of travel.
The Westside Trail is a sustainable, long term solution to the lack of connectivity in the existing trail system. It improves the system by linking sections of the reginal trail system and extending non-motorized access to the new light rail system and bus stops/routes. It is within City rights-of-way and parks.  It is supported by a number of interest groups in the bicycle community as well as citizen groups within the city.  A wide spectrum of users will benefit.

Future Des Moines Memorial Drive Improvement projects will benefit from the West Side Trail project. The City completed the Des Moines Memorial Drive Study, in conjunction with the City of Burien and the Port of Seattle, in 2005. The study recommended furture improvements to the Des Moines Memorial Drive corridor and the existing World War I Memorial. The Westside trail project is consistent with the recommendations of the study, and will complete a portion of the non-motorized improvments recommended in the study. Improvements to Des Moines Memorial Drive will be phased and are programed to begin in 2012.
This trail project will benefit a City of Burien sidewalk project that will connect to Des Moines Memorial Drive. The Transportation Improvement Board has awarded a grant to Burien to build new sidewalks on S. 156th Street that will connect to Des Moines Memorial Drive. The trail project will enhance the connectivity of Burien's system of sidewalks. 
An opportunity to extend non-motorized access to the Sound Transit Light Rail System prior to the opening of the station will be lost if this project does not receive funds through this competion. The Sound Transit Station at S. 156th St. and International Blvd. is scheduled to open in 2009.

The SeaTac City Council, Westside Trail Steering Committee, and the Westside Trail Stakeholders Committee initiated the extensive planning process through which this project was developed..  The Westside Trail Steering Committee was composed of representative from SeaTac Parks and Recreation Department, SeaTac Public Works Department, and the Port of Seattle. The Westside Trail Stakeholders Committee was composed of representatives of the Cities of SeaTac, Normandy Park, Burien, Tukwila, and  Des Moines,  WSDOT Bicycle and Pedestrian Program, Washington Trails Association, National Park Service, Bicycle Alliance of Washington, Cascade Bicycle Club, Olympic Region Bicycle Pedestrian Advisory Committee, Foothills Coalition, Seattle Bicycle Club, Tacoma Wheelman’s Bicycle Club, Evergreen Tandem Club, Seattle Mountaineers, Mountaineers Bicycling, Capital Bicycling Club, Friends of Burke Gilman Trail, Port of Seattle, and King County.  

The planning process began in January of 2004 when SB & Associates, Inc., was selected to conduct the Westside Trail Corridor Study. Public input on the planning process was obtained at open houses and stakeholder meetings. The significant events during the planning process included Steering Committee meetings, Public Meetings, Open Houses, Westside Trail Stakeholders meetings, and a Des Moines Memorial Drive Cultural Enhancement Committee meeting. The SeaTac City Council adopted the results of the study in September of 2004. The planning process is complete and public involvement will continue throughout the design and construction phases with a design kick-off meeting, open houses, and individual meetings with stakeholder groups. Public design review comments will be solicited at the 65%, and final design milestones. The public will be kept informed of the construction progress with flyers, and newsletters.
The project is consistent with the SeaTac Comprehensive Plan, which was adopted on December 13, 2005. The proposed shared use trail supports Policy 9.3 D "Improve bicycle access and safety throughout the SeaTac Area and provide new bicycle lanes and /or trails, when new roads or transportation facilities are constructed or improved." The project is listed in the Transportation Improvement Program section on the attached pages A 4-37 and A 4-79. The project is also included in SeaTac's 10-Year Transportation Improvement Program, Page 1 attached.
The project is also consistent with the Joint Transportation Study conducted by the City of SeaTac and the Port of Seattle and completed in January, 1999. That study includes a Technical Memorandum on Bicyle Facilities. Attached is Figure 6: Composite Future Recommended Bicyle System, from the Study which shows proposed bike path along the entire length of Des Moines Memorial Drive within the City of SeaTac. This project is the first phase in completing the trail as described in the Joint Transportation Study. 

The Sound Transit Light Rail System will serve both Metro/King County Transit and the new light rail.  Connecting to the new light rail station is King County Metro's Bus Route 174, that serves Federal Way to Seattle, and has the largest Metro ridership at 7,000 patrons each day.  Route 140, serving Southcenter and Renton,  will also interface with the new station.  As a part of Metro's Service Integration Plan, additional buses are planned to serve these routes as well as provide shuttles for local loops in the area.  From the light rail mode, the system is projected to carry 2,600 daily boardings.   With this additional flexibility and service, the non-motorized alternative of using the Westside Trail to access the new light rail station is even more attractive.
The Project is consistent with the Destination 2030 policies that promote a regionally-integrated network of non-motorized facilites linking bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure within urban places, and connecting these facilities to regional transit services. The Westside Trail will complete the gap between the existing shared use trail in North SeaTac Park and the existing bike lanes to the west and east on S. 156th Street. The attached Figure 6 shows that completing this gap will connect the Duwamish Trail to the north with the SeaHurst Park Trail to the west and to the Sound Transit Light Rail Station to the east. The Westside Trail will extend connections to the Urban Centers of SeaTac and Burien and develop an inter-modal connection to the Sound Transit Light Rail system. The proposed trail meets the Destination 2030 goals of filling gaps in the existing non-motorized network, creating safe bicycle and pedestrian connections within, to and between two designated Urban centers, and creating safe access to a Sound Transit high capacity transit station area. The City of SeaTac has a high level of commitment to this project and has expressed that commitment by proposing a 50% local match to any federal grant funds received as a result of this application. The City is also committed to completing the remainder of the West Side Trail within the City of SeaTac in a second and final phase to begin within the next 5 years.

The Central Puget Sound region is currently designated a maintenance area for carbon monoxide and PM10, and is in attainment for all other standards. The City of SeaTac is within a carbon monoxide and ozone maintenance area per the Air Quality Conformity Analysis of the Transportation Improvement Program. The primary way in which the Westside Trail project will reduce VMT is by eliminating vehicle trips. Although the trail will provide the residents of SeaTac and Burien with much needed and desired recreational oportunities, the primary goal of the trail is to facilitate non-motorized commuting to work centers including Seattle Tacoma International Airport and its support facilities, area business, and the Sound Transit Light Rail Station at S. 154th St. and International Blvd.  The project will reduce emmissions and help the region meet it goal of not exceeding its motor vehicle emissions budget as identified in the State Implementation Plan for each criteria pollutant..
The project will shift trips from SOV's by providing safe, non-motorized access to area work centers, businesses, Seattle Tacoma Internation Airport, bus stops, and the Sound Transit Light Rail Station. This new north-south alignment will connect to S. 156th St. which the most direct link between neighborhoods west of the airport and transit facilities east of the airport. 
The project will result in an increase in transit ridership by expanding the network of safe non-motorized access to the Sound Transit Light Rail Station and to Metro bus stops/routes.  It will encourage residents of north SeaTac and Burien to walk or bicycle to a bus stop or to the transit station rather than drive to their destinations.

The project will improve the flow of traffic and reduce the amount of idling vehicles by reducing the number of vehicles trips within the City of SeaTac. SeaTac is within the Puget Sound non-attainment area. Any reduction in vehicle trips will help attain the area wide goal of meeting Federal Air Quality standards.

The project will reduce emissions by reducing the number of vehicle trips and providing safe access for alternative vehicles such as bicyles, and other forms of personal non-motorized transportation.  
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
