JOB DESCRIPTION: 
Splicing, maintaining and terminating all types of high-voltage power cables used in 
underground distribution and electrical systems.  Inspecting underground vault systems, perform related 
housekeeping duties and locate cable in underground systems.  

WORK ENVIRONMENT: Shop and field.


ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: Splices, maintains and terminates all types of high-voltage power cables.  Pulls, 
racks, and secures high-voltage cables in manholes, conduit, tunnels and vaults.  Installs, troubleshoots and 
repairs electrical equipment required for underground distribution systems and traction power systems.  Locates
and repairs or clears trouble in underground systems.  Bends, installs, maintains and repairs all types of conduit.
Works with distribution system maps and feeder maps, cuts sheets to perform switching and tagging for power 
dispatches to de-energize underground conductors.  Installs, maintains, troubleshoots and repairs protection 
systems.  Performs high-voltage, direct current tests on power cables and equipment.  Inspects work completed 
by external contractors.  Pumps water from vaults. Inspects and cleans catch basins.  Responds to emergency 
calls for repairs made during non-working hours as necessary.  May have to perform the work responsibilities as
a Utility Line Worker:  Sets and guys all types of poles; assembles and fastens cross-arms, brackets, mast arms
and related hardware.  Strings wires and cables for electrical power distribution systems and transit power 
circuits or control circuits.  Installs and maintains overhead trolley lines; tests, troubleshoots and repairs 
defective circuits.  Splices wires and cables and installs conductors in conduit or overhead wiring.  Trims trees in
close proximity to overhead lines.  Installs, maintains, and repairs intersection tracks, directional, power and 
induction switches, sectional circuit breakers, crossovers, and other overhead trolley equipment.   Performs 
inspection, maintenance and service on the rails and switch gear.  Performs related work as assigned by the 
supervisor.
