Using prescribed safety methods, rig, lift and transport heavy 

motors, pumps, valves and related equipment from one work location to another.  May provide lead direction to 

other employees in the skilled crafts area on assigned work projects.  Clean and store equipment and tools.  

Design and sharpen tool bits as necessary.  Keep work area clear.  Provide machining support for the waterfront

streetcar.
